Subd. 2. Exception. This section does not apply if the purchaser is represented14.23

provided that the representation does not create a dual agency, as that term is defined14.27

in section 82.55, subdivision 6.14.28

Subd. 3. Content of the notice. The notice must contain the following verbatim14.29

Know What You Are Getting Into14.32

(1) A contract for deed is a complex legal agreement. You are NOT a tenant. The14.33

foreclosure laws don't apply.14.34

(2) You should know ALL of your obligations and rights before you sign a purchase14.35

agreement or contract for deed.14.36
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(3) You (seller must circle one):15.1

(a) DO DO NOT have to pay homeowner's insurance.15.2
