1.4 290A.19 OWNER OR MANAGING AGENT TO FURNISH RENT CERTIFICATE​

1.5 CERTIFICATES.​

1.6 Subdivision 1. Owner or managing agent to furnish rent certificate. (a) The owner​

1.7 or managing agent of any property for which rent is paid for occupancy as a homestead​

1.8 must furnish a certificate of rent paid to a person who is a renter on December 31, in the​

1.9 form prescribed by the commissioner. If the renter moves before December 31, the owner​

1.10 or managing agent may give the certificate to the renter at the time of moving, or mail the​

1.11 certificate to the forwarding address if an address has been provided by the renter. The​

1.12 certificate must be made available to the renter before February 1 of the year following the​

1.13 year in which the rent was paid. The owner or managing agent must retain a duplicate of​

1.14 each certificate or an equivalent record showing the same information for a period of three​

1.15 years. The duplicate or other record must be made available to the commissioner upon​

1.16 request.​

1.17 (b) The commissioner may require the owner or managing agent, through a simple​

1.18 process, to furnish to the commissioner on or before March 1 a copy of each certificate of​

1.19 rent paid furnished to a renter for rent paid in the prior year, in. The commissioner shall​

1.20 prescribe the content, format, and manner prescribed by the commissioner of the form​

1.21 pursuant to section 270C.30. Prior to implementation, the commissioner, after consulting​

1.22 with representatives of owners or managing agents, shall develop an implementation and​

1.23 administration plan for the requirements of this paragraph that attempts to minimize financial​

1.24 burdens, administration and compliance costs, and takes into consideration existing systems​

2.5 must furnish certificates of rent paid that were created using the system developed under​

2.6 subdivision 3. The commissioner must retain data collected through the system at least as​

2.7 long as is necessary to ensure compliance with chapter 290A. Data used to create the​

2.8 certificates are return information, as defined in section 270B.02.​

2.9 Subd. 2. Rental market information. (a) Beginning with certificates of rent paid for​

2.10 2021 rents, an owner or managing agent must provide the following information about the​

2.11 rental unit:​

2.12 (1) the number of bedrooms in the rental unit;​

2.13 (2) whether utilities are included in the rent amount reported;​

2.14 (3) whether the renter paid a different rent amount than the market rate due to a subsidy;​

2.16 (4) the city, county, and five-digit zip code of the rental unit.​

2.17 (b) The commissioner must retain data collected through the system at least as long as​

2.18 is necessary to prepare the annual report required under section 290A.29.​

2.19 Subd. 3. Electronic system for certificates of rent paid. (a) The commissioner must​

2.20 develop and implement an electronic system for generating certificates of rent paid. The​

2.21 system must allow an owner or managing agent to enter the information necessary to generate​

2.22 a certificate of rent paid, and use the information provided to create a completed certificate​

2.23 for distribution to renters. An owner or managing agent is responsible for furnishing the​

2.24 certificate to a renter in accordance with subdivision 1. The system must be available for​

2.25 use for certificates of rent paid for 2020 rents.​

2.26 (b) In addition to any information required by the commissioner to administer the renter's​

2.27 credit program and ensure compliance with chapter 290A, the system developed under this​

3.5 (a) Using data collected from the automated system under section 290A.19, subdivision​

3.6 3, the commissioner must annually prepare and publish a report on rents in Minnesota. The​

3.7 report must provide aggregated summary data on rents, broken out by number of bedrooms,​

3.8 county, and other significant geographical regions. At a minimum, the report must describe:​

3.9 (1) average and median rent amounts paid in the most recent year for which data is​

3.10 available; and​

3.11 (2) to the extent data is available, year-to-year changes in the amount of rent paid.​

3.12 (b) By March 15, 2022, and March 15 of each following year, the commissioner must​
