2.17 Subdivision 1. Statewide testing. (a) The commissioner, with advice from experts with​

2.19 subdivision 1a, shall include in the comprehensive assessment system, for each grade level​

2.20 to be tested, state-constructed tests developed as computer-adaptive reading and mathematics​

2.21 assessments for students that are aligned with the state's required academic standards under​

2.22 section 120B.021, include multiple choice questions, and are administered annually to all​

2.23 students in grades 3 through 8. State-developed high school tests aligned with the state's​

2.24 required academic standards under section 120B.021 and administered to all high school​

3.24 (1) achievement and career and college readiness in mathematics, reading, and writing,​

3.25 consistent with paragraph (k) and to the extent available, to monitor students' continuous​

3.27 and performance levels, identifying students' academic strengths and diagnosing areas where​

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9.1 (b) The school performance report for a school site and a school district must include​

9.2 school performance reporting information and calculate proficiency rates as required by the​

9.3 most recently reauthorized Elementary and Secondary Education Act.​

9.4 (c) The commissioner shall develop, annually update, and post on the department website​

9.5 school performance reports consistent with paragraph (a) and section 120B.11.​

9.6 (d) The commissioner must make available performance reports by the beginning of​

9.7 each school year.​

9.8 (e) A school or district may appeal its results in a form and manner determined by the​

9.9 commissioner and consistent with federal law. The commissioner's decision to uphold or​
