The state of California
recently passed a law similar to HF358, requiring Comprehensive Sexuality Education to all
students in public schools. Mad Hatter Wellness is working closely with a number of schools in
California to make sure this requirement is met for students in special education with positive
reception.

We know that this is a crucial time in our country and state in moving towards seeing and
believing people who are reporting sexual assault and abuse. People with disabilities are more
vulnerable to sexual assault and all people need to be taught how to handle sensitive situations.

Mad Hatter Wellness strongly supports legislation that requires Comprehensive
Sexuality Education for all students including students in special education and including
students who are considered high needs or severely disabled.
