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The Leech Lake Band of Ojibwe Twin Cities Office is located at 2438 27th Ave S in the 

Seward neighborhood of Minneapolis. The building offers many services to Leech Lake 

Band citizens that live in the Twin Cities Metro area and operates similar to an embassy 

for the Leech Lake Band of Ojibwe government close to the Minnesota Capitol. The 

building currently houses offices for staff that provide services to Leech Lake citizens in 

the following areas:
