Subd. 4. Riding rules. (a) Every person operating a bicycle upen-areadway-shall on a
road must ride as close as-praetieable to the right-hand curb or edge of the readway-exeept
under-any-of the folowingsttuations road as the bicycle operator determines is safe. A

person operating a bicycle is not required to ride as close to the right-hand curb or edge

when:

(1) when overtaking and passing another vehicle proceeding in the same direction;
(2) when preparing for a left turn at an intersection or into a private road or driveway;

(3) when reasonably necessary to avoid conditions that make it unsafe to continue along

the right-hand curb or edge, including fixed or moving objects, vehicles, pedestrians, animals,

surface hazards, or narrew-width narrow-width lanes;-thatmake itunsafe-te-centinue-along
the-right-hand-eurb-or-edge;-or;

(4) when operating on the shoulder of a roadway or in a bicycle lane:; or

(5) operating in a right-hand turn lane before entering an intersection.

(b) If a bicycle is traveling on a shoulder of a roadway, the bicycle shall operator must

travel in the same direction as adjacent vehicular traffic.

(c) Persons riding bicycles upon a roadway or shoulder shall must not ride more than

two abreast and

laned roadway, shall ride within a single lane.

(d) A person operating a bicycle upon a sidewalk, or across a roadway or shoulder on a
crosswalk, shall must yield the right-of-way to any pedestrian and shall give an audible
signal when necessary before overtaking and passing any pedestrian.
