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Bill Summary

H.F. 1103

As amended by H1103A2

Creates a new local public safety aid which would distribute funds to counties and cities to
provide mental health services to firefighters and peace officers. Distributions would be based
on each jurisdiction’s share of firefighters and peace officers. Jurisdictions would need to use
the funds to provide at least one hour of mental health services to firefighters and peace
officers every six months. The aid would distribute $9,000,000 annually.

Effective date: This section is effective beginning with aids payable in calendar year 2024.
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
