•	Consolidate Minnesota Highway 100 
access points

•	 Improve connectivity between residential 
and commercial areas of the district

•	Limit construction impacts to the public 
and create greater funding efficiency by 
combining City and County projects

•	Enhance economic viability with 
improved access

•	Create space for a new Fire Station 3

•	Reconnects neighborhoods devided 
when highway was expanded in 1972

•	 Implement “Complete Streets” multi-
modal policies adopted by the City of 
Edina, Hennepin County and MnDOT

•	Removes barriers and improves  

safety for all users with a focus on 
pedestrians and populations with 
mobility challenges.
