SACA Food Shelf and Thrift Store provides basic needs
services to the communities of Columbia Heights, Hilltop,
Fridley, Spring Lake Park, and Northeast Minneapolis. As a
501 (c)(3) nonprofit, our mission is to serve participants
with dignity and respect, and to provide a positive pathway
to stability & self sufficiency.

SACA continues to successfully meet the challenge of the
growing request for food and services, but our current
location has become insufficient to hold the necessary
supplies and staff.
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SACA's Capital Campaign

Between 2019 and 2021, demand for SACA's services
jumped by 15%, or 7701 additional individuals. Our current
building is bursting at the seams, forcing us to store much
of our food off-site. In addition to a larger, modernized
building, we also urgently need to increase our staffing
capacity to fully meet the need in our community.

In response, SACA has embarked on a capital campaign
to acquire a parcel of land from the City of Columbia
Heights and build a new facility that will enable us to serve
50% more families. We are also planning to create nine
new positions that will enable us to better support
culturally-specific needs of individuals and families;
increase our youth programming; provide career coaching;
and increase our capacity to coordinate with other service
providers.

To date, we have raised $186,624 towards a $5,100,000
goal, and are fundraising and working with various
partners to raise the remaining funds.
