L] REDEVELOPMENT GRANT PROGRAM

The Redevelopment Grant Program (M.S. 116J.571 - 575 ) assists local communities with
their redevelopment projects by filling the financial gap that often prevents recycling land

into more productive uses. Redeveloping previously developed sites, where there are often
dilapidated structures and inadequate adjacent infrastructure is more complex and extraordinarily
expensive compared to undeveloped parcels.

Redeveloping sites with a past use produces significant public benefits including:
