To Whom it may concern,

| am writing in opposition to a bill that would limit magazine capacities in Minnesota. My
concerns are rooted in the impact such legislation would have on responsible, law-abiding
gun owners like myself. If enacted, this bill would instantly criminalize thousands of
Minnesotans who have legally owned these magazines for years, including veterans and
individuals with no criminal history. For example, | possess several 30-round magazines from
my time in the United States Army, yet | do not own a rifle that uses them. These magazines
I own are simply left over equipment from when | left the Army. Despite their lack of practical
danger, this bill would make me a felon overnight, even though | have served honorably,
maintained a spotless record (even held a Top Secret / SCI Clearance), and have had these

magazines for over two decades.

| am also concerned about the impact this legislation would have on hunters in Minnesota.
While some may question why a hunter would need more than ten rounds, the reality is that
hunting preferences and equipment vary widely. Some hunters use rifles capable of holding
more than ten rounds, while others prefer bolt-action firearms or different setups. This

diversity is part of what makes hunting accessible and enjoyable for many.

Additionally, | worry that this bill could discourage out-of-state hunters, particularly those
from North Dakota, from coming to Minnesota. If there is even a remote possibility that
someone could be criminalized for using a magazine they have lawfully owned for years, it
would create unnecessary fear and uncertainty. This could negatively affect our local

hunting community and economy, as fewer hunters may choose to visit Minnesota.



Moreover, it is unlikely that individuals who engage in criminal activity will pay any attention
to a proposed ban—that is, by definition, what makes them criminals. Instead, these
capacity restrictions will primarily impact law-abiding citizens who wish to remain compliant
with the law. Thousands of responsible Minnesotans have possessed these magazines for
years without any history of criminal behavior, and this legislation would unfairly penalize

them.

Canyou truly justify telling a Veteran (or any citizen really, but Veterans especially) that they
are now considered a felon for possessing something that was once entirely legal? How does

such a measure contribute to making Minnesota a safer place?

| have contacted both Senator Kupec and Representative Keeler. | have no faith in
Representative Keeler, as she will certainly vote to ban these magazines, but will continue to
contact Senator Kupec to maintain he will vote no when and if this bill hits the senate. |
would like to thank the Minnesota Gun Owners Caucus and the United States Concealed
Carry Association (USCCA) for their strong efforts to support the 2" Amendment for all

citizens.

Dear Representatives McDaniel, & Tabke

| am submitting this letter as written testimony in opposition to HF 3433, HF 3434, and
HF 3402. | would strongly prefer to appear before the committee in person to share my
concerns directly, but the nature of my work makes that impractical — | cannot step
away from my professional responsibilities on short notice, as the safety of others
depends on my presence. | hope this written testimony will be given the same
consideration as in-person testimony, and | ask that it be entered into the official record.

| am writing as your constituent to strongly urge you to vote NO on HF 3433, HF 3434,
and HF 3402 — bills that would impose sweeping bans on commonly owned semi-
automatic firearms and standard-capacity magazines in Minnesota.

| want to speak to you not only as a gun owner, but as someone whose life and safety
depend on these firearms in a very direct, daily way. | am a permit to carry holder who
works in a profession where calling the police is often not an option — or where police
response, even if requested, could be many minutes away. Over the course of my
career, | have had drug traffickers, human traffickers, hijackers, passengers armed with
large knives and firearms, and individuals later identified as murderers fleeing from law
enforcement. | have relied on my right to carry and my ability to defend myself and my
passengers in these life-threatening situations. These bills would restrict the tools

available to law-abiding Minnesotans like me who face genuine danger — while doing
nothing to stop the criminals who threaten us.

| also want to be clear: | am a DFL supporter. | believe in many of the values this party
stands for. But this legislation has unintended consequences that will fall hardest on
responsible, law-abiding gun owners across the political spectrum — including many
who vote Democrat. Pushing these bills risks alienating a significant portion of the DFL
base who support both gun rights and progressive values. This is not a partisan issue; it
is a safety and civil liberties issue.

These are not fringe or obscure weapons.

Americans own nearly 25 million AR and AK platform firearms, and these firearms are
used every single day by peaceable Minnesotans for self-defense, hunting, predator
control, sport shooting, and training. AR-15 style weapons are commonly used in
Minnesota for predator hunting, varmint control, and deer hunting. Banning them does
not just restrict criminals — it criminalizes the conduct of law-abiding citizens who have
done nothing wrong.

These Bills Will Not Make Minnesota Safer

| urge you to look at what the research actually says before voting on this legislation.
The RAND Corporation identified seven studies evaluating federal and state assault
weapon bans, and the overall available evidence on their effect on violent crime is
inconclusive. A congressionally mandated study of the federal assault weapon ban that
was in effect from 1994 to 2004 found that the banned guns were never used in more
than a modest fraction of gun murders, and a follow-up study concluded that the ban’s
effects on gun violence are likely to be small at best and perhaps too small for reliable
measurement. Put plainly: this type of legislation has been tried before at the federal
level, studied extensively, and found to have no meaningful impact on crime.

FBI Uniform Crime Reporting data shows that more than three times as many
individuals are killed with knives or cutting instruments than with rifles of any kind — and
rifles were used in fewer homicides than hands, fists, and feet. The problem these bills
claim to solve simply does not match the statistical reality of how violent crime is
committed in this country.

These Bills Turn Law-Abiding Citizens Into Criminals Overnight



HF 3433 and its companion HF 3434 would ban the sale, transfer, and possession of
almost all semi-automatic rifles in Minnesota, with grandfathering limited to current
owners only, with no transfers permitted. Owners must obtain a certificate at an
unknown cost, submit to warrantless home inspections by law enforcement for “safe
storage,” and the firearm may only be kept at home or at a licensed firing range.
Hunting with such firearms would be prohibited.

HF 3402 goes even further — there is no grandfather clause at all. Any magazine
capable of holding over 10 rounds must be moved out of state, modified, destroyed, or
surrendered to law enforcement. A person who violates this provision is guilty of a
felony and may be sentenced to imprisonment for not more than five years or a fine of
not more than $25,000, or both. Minnesota gun owners who have legally owned
standard-capacity magazines for years — perhaps decades — will be transformed into
felons by July 1, 2026 if they fail to comply. This is not public safety legislation. It is the
criminalization of ordinary, peaceful Minnesotans.

These Bills Are Unconstitutional

The U.S. Supreme Court has been clear that the Second Amendment protects firearms
that are in common use for lawful purposes. With tens of millions of these firearms
owned by Americans, HF 3433 bans commonly owned gas-operated semiautomatic
firearms, directly violating the Second Amendment’s “common use” standard. These
bills will face immediate legal challenge and are unlikely to survive judicial scrutiny —
meaning Minnesota taxpayers will bear the cost of defending legislation that does

nothing to reduce crime.

There Are Better Paths Forward

If the goal is truly public safety, | ask why Democrats in the House moved to gut a bill
that would have imposed meaningful prison sentences on repeat, violent offenders who
use firearms in the commission of crimes. Republicans presented such a bill, and the
Democrat response was effectively “no — we want to disarm everyone else.” That is the
wrong priority. Criminals do not comply with magazine restrictions or registration
requirements. They never have. These bills will be obeyed only by the responsible, law-
abiding gun owners they seek to punish.

My Ask Is Simple



Vote NO on HF 3433, HF 3434, and HF 3402. Do not support any amendment that
would insert similar language into unrelated legislation. Focus instead on measures that
target violent criminals, strengthen prosecution of those who misuse firearms, and
support the mental health resources that address the root causes of violence.

| am a member and supporter of the Minnesota Gun Owners Caucus, and they speak
for me at the Capitol. But today | am speaking directly for myself: | am your constituent,
| am a law-abiding gun owner and permit to carry holder, and | am watching this vote
closely.

Honorable Co-Chairs and Members of the Committee:

The National Shooting Sports Foundation (NSSF) is the trade association for the firearms,
ammunition, hunting and recreational shooting sports industry. For more than 50 years, NSSF
has encouraged gun owners to safely handle and securely store firearms. We provide valuable
resources and free firearm safety kits, including cable-style gun locks through the Project
ChildSafe® program, to help prevent firearms accidents, thefts and misuse, including suicide.

Our manufacturer members make the firearms and ammunition used by law-abiding Minnesota
sportsmen, the US military and law enforcement agencies throughout the state. This letter is to
express our strong opposition to HF3433 which seeks to ban many common semiautomatic
rifles and shotguns, as well as certain pistols.

The bill bans a long list of specific firearms but doesn’t stop there. Striking an exception for
firearms recognized as ‘particularly suitable for or readily adaptable to sporting purposes’ is a
blatant attempt to make the most popular firearms in America today illegal under state law.

This legislation doesn’t even attempt to hide the fact that rifles, pistols, and shotguns commonly
owned and used for self-defense, the shooting sports, and even hunting here in Minnesota
would be banned outright and their owners would be guilty of a felony and subject to thousands
of dollars in fines and years in prison if they don’t remove their firearms from the state or pay to
have them registered.

It could even be argued that registering a covered firearm under this bill would prevent an
individual from later selling the firearm to a federal firearms licensee as a method of disposing it.
If an individual didn’t immediately want to sell their collection and opted to pay whatever fees
and jump through the hoops to get a ‘certificate of ownership’ for each of their covered firearms,
they would be limiting their future ability to sell the firearm, instead being required to surrender
the firearm to law enforcement for destruction.

Hunting leases and public access land for hunting are not approved locations for a person
obtaining a ‘certificate of ownership’ to possess their firearms so even if an individual registered
their firearms to use them at a range, they would no longer be allowed to hunt with them.

These issues with the bill are, of course, in addition to the fact that the covered firearms are
commonly-owned and in common use by millions of Americans and tens-of-thousands of
Minnesotans.

According to data NSSF collected and released in our 2025 Firearm Production in the United
States report, more than 32 million Modern Sporting Rifles (MSRs) are in circulation in the
United States. The report compiles data from the Bureau of Alcohol, Tabacco, Firearms and
Explosives (ATF) and industry manufacturing records and shows that 32,091,000 MSRs have
been produced domestically or imported from international manufacturers since 1990.

Just one subset of the firearms covered by this bill, MSRs, are the most popular centerfire rifle
in America. There are more MSRs in circulation than Ford F-150s on the road today.



But the bill doesn’t only limit the possession of semiautomatic centerfire rifles commonly used in
hunting and target shooting, it also limits many common shotguns.

Many of these shotguns are favored for their ease of use in home defense scenarios.
Additionally, a thumbhole stock whether it is on a shotgun or rifle is not a military feature but is
often preferred for safer control and favored by many with disabilities. Telescoping stocks allow
for “length-of-pull’ adjustment for users of different stature and are very popular among women
and youth getting started in the shooting sports, as well as individuals in climates where you
might be hunting or shooting with a heavy coat one season and a t-shirt another.

| have attached to my testimony a number of examples of firearms that would be banned under
this bill if passed as currently written. | would urge you to review that list which is far from
exhaustive.

The commonly owned status of these firearms carries significant legal weight. Under the
Supreme Court’'s 2008 Heller decision and the 2025 Smith & Wesson Brands, Inc. v. Estados
Unidos Mexicanos ruling, the Court affirmed that firearms “widely legal and bought by many
ordinary citizens” cannot be banned. All nine justices on the US Supreme Court even agreed
with the statement made by Justice Elena Kagan in her opinion in the latter case that AR-15s
are “widely legal and bought by many ordinary citizens” and are “the most popular rifle in the
country.” Banning these firearms as this bill proposes to do is a direct violation of the Second
Amendment as interpreted by the US Supreme Court.

The other practical problem, of course, with such laws is that criminals routinely ignore them
(after all, they are criminals). Law-abiding citizens involved in legal activities are the ones who
suffer.

NSSF appreciates the desire to reduce casualties when violent aggressors attack innocent
people but violating the rights of millions of Minnesotans who choose these products for self-
defense, as well as visitors coming to the state for hunting and recreation, is not the answer.

The systematic failure of state and federal government to “keep us safe” continues to be the
common theme in these horrific tragedies. All the warning signs are there and yet they too often
go ignored. NSSF joins others in calling for a comprehensive approach that addresses many
complex social issues, including school safety, preventing unauthorized firearms access, mental
health, personal privacy, and enforcing existing laws while safeguarding constitutional rights.

We must all work together to help prevent those who exhibit reckless disregard for human life
and values access to firearms for criminal purposes. But we must also preserve the
constitutional rights of tens of millions of law-abiding Americans to safely and responsibly own,
store and use firearms for personal protection, hunting and recreation.

America's firearms industry welcomes the opportunity to be a part of a respectful and
constructive dialogue on this important topic and urge you to oppose HF3433.

HF 3433

This proposed law is a blatantly ignorant of both the 2" and 4" amendments. It's not
terribly clear what this law is meant to do other than put undue restrictions on gun owners.
State law has mandated, since 2023, that transfers are required to meet certain criteria
(permit to purchase, plus paperwork when doing private party). Striking the text referring to
readily adapted to sporting purposes further displays not only ignorance, but also disdain
for the rifles in question. | have used rifles that fall under this clause in both competition
and class settings. While | don’t believe there should be any regulations on what | can own,
this is a seemingly pointless bill that clearly lacks logic and reason and serves only to
create more criminals to fill cells with.

HF 3402

This bill is downright egregious in the manner it's been introduced. As it's been proven,
most violent gun crimes occur with a pistol. More often than not, it was a stolen or
otherwise illegally procured handgun in possession by a prohibited person. Banning
magazines with a massive, sweeping bill like this serves only to create tens (to hundreds) of
thousands of criminals overnight. It will do nothing to change how criminals operate or
their motives. If a violent offender is in possession of a firearm, how is a magazine capacity
law going to change their actions? This law focuses on causing more issues instead of
addressing the revolving door of violent criminals who are sentenced with leniency, only to
go back out and reoffend. If public safety was actually a concern, keeping these people
behind bars would be a priority. This bill is again devoid of any rationale and serves simply
to push an agenda, and will end up creating criminals out of otherwise law abiding citizens.



Minnesota HF 3433 and HF 3402 go far beyond targeting criminals and instead impose
sweeping bans on common arms and magazines that millions of law-abiding Americans
own for lawful purposes, raising serious Second Amendment concerns while offering at

best marginal benefits for public safety.

What these Minnesota bills actually do

HF 3433 bans possession of “semiautomatic military-style assault weapons,”
defined broadly to include many ordinary semiautomatic rifles and shotguns based
on features like detachable magazines, threaded barrels, and fixed magazines over
10 rounds.

The bill prohibits sale, transfer, and in most cases even future transfer of currently
owned rifles, meaning you cannot lawfully sell, gift, or bequeath them in Minnesota;
current owners must seek a state “certificate” and are subject to storage and
location restrictions.

HF 3402 defines a “large-capacity magazine” as any feeding device over 10 rounds
and makes it unlawful to manufacture, import, transfer, own, or possess such
magazines in Minnesota.

Existing owners must, by a fixed deadline, either surrender their magazines to law
enforcement for destruction, permanently alter them to 10 rounds or fewer, sell
them out of state, or otherwise get them out of Minnesota, with no general
grandfathering.

These provisions directly target common semiautomatic rifles and standard magazines,

not just criminal misuse of firearms.

Why crime in Minnesota is not driven by these rifles

Minnesota already has one of the lower gun homicide rates in the country; in 2023 it
ranked 8th lowest among states for gun homicide, even as its overall gun death rate
(including suicide) rose 35% from 2014-2023.

Nationally, FBI Uniform Crime Reports and multiple criminological reviews show
that rifles of all types, including so-called “assault weapons,” account for a very
small fraction of gun homicides each year; most gun murders involve handguns, not
rifles.

A federal review of the 1994 Federal Assault Weapons Ban (FAWB) concluded that
even under that national law, assault weapons were “rarely used in gun crimes” and
therefore any effect on overall gun violence would be small.



HF 3433 focuses on a class of rifles that are statistically uncommon in day-to-day
Minnesota crime, rather than on the illegal handgun trafficking, repeat violent
offenders, and stolen firearms that dominate gun crime.

In other words, the bill is aimed at a politically salient category of firearm rather than the
weapons actually driving most shootings.

Evidence from prior “assault-weapon” and magazine bans

Limited impact on overall violent crime

Scholarly reviews of the federal ban and state “assault-weapon” restrictions
consistently find little or no measurable impact on overall violent crime or
homicides, largely because these weapons are used so rarely in crime to begin with.

One NIH-indexed review noted that while use of assault rifles in crime did fall during
the FAWB, “overallviolent crime is decreasing” and the rarity of assault-weapon use
meant any effect on total gun violence was limited and hard to detect.

Counterfactual analyses of the FAWB show that the number of public mass
shootings involving assault weapons and large-capacity magazines fell during the
ban, with estimates that the law may have prevented several mass shootings, but
those events are statistically rare compared with everyday homicides, robberies,
and assaults.

So even studies favorable to bans tend to show narrow, event-specific benefits, not broad

reductions in overall crime proportional to the burden placed on millions of lawful owners.

Mixed and limited evidence on magazine bans

A 2018 American Journal of Public Health study found that states with
large-capacity magazine (LCM) bans had fewer “high-fatality” mass shootings and
lower death tolls in those incidents, but it focused specifically on rare, high-profile
events, not general gun crime.

The same study acknowledged that high-fatality mass shootings are very
uncommon, averaging about 2.5 per year nationally between 1990 and 2017, with
an average of 25 people killed annually in such attacks.

A later analysis of the FAWB estimated that the combination of the assault-weapon
and LCM bans may have prevented up to 5 public mass shootings over the 10-year
federal ban, and projected additional events might have been prevented if it had
continued—but those estimates carried wide confidence intervals.



Advocacy summaries highlight that mass-shooting fatalities were “70% less likely”
during the federal ban and that states with LCM bans have fewer mass shootings,
but they also acknowledge design limitations, loopholes, and the fact that the
federal ban allowed existing weapons and magazines to remain in private hands.

Taken together, the research most favorable to these policies suggests at best a modest,

narrowly focused reduction in some types of mass shootings, not a comprehensive

solution to broader violent crime—and even those benefits are subject to significant

uncertainty.

Second Amendment and constitutional concerns

In District of Columbia v. Heller, the Supreme Court held that the Second
Amendment protects arms “in common use” by law-abiding citizens for lawful
purposes and rejected bans that amount to prohibitions on entire classes of
commonly used firearms.

Heller explained that the Amendment extends “to all instruments that constitute
bearable arms,” which legal scholars and litigants have argued includes detachable
magazines of all capacities, because a magazine is an integral component of the
functioning firearm.

Subsequent cases have emphasized that governments cannot simply outlaw arms
that law-abiding citizens commonly choose for self-defense, home defense, and
other lawful uses, even if those arms are sometimes misused by criminals.

HF 3433 and HF 3402 target precisely these common arms and magazines:
semiautomatic rifles with detachable magazines and standard-capacity magazines
over 10 rounds, which are ubiquitous in lawful ownership nationwide and commonly
used for home defense, competition, and hunting.

By banning possession, transfer, and in the case of magazines even the continued

ownership of previously lawful property, these bills look less like focused crime-control

measures and more like categorical prohibitions on a broad class of commonly used arms,
bringing them into direct tension with the core holding of Heller.

Why these bills function as punitive measures against lawful owners

HF 3433 requires current owners to obtain a certificate, subjects them to home
inspections for “safe storage,” restricts where they may keep and use their rifles,
and forbids almost all future transfers, effectively freezing firearms in one owner’s
hands for life.



e HF 3402 compels law-abiding Minnesotans either to surrender their
standard-capacity magazines for destruction, permanently alter them, or remove
them from the state, turning ordinary property they lawfully purchased into
contraband on a set date.

e Neither bill adds significant penalties focused on felons in possession, straw
purchasers, gang activity, or illegal trafficking—areas that criminologists
consistently identify as the main channels by which guns flow into violent crime.

¢ Minnesota already has a relatively low gun homicide rate compared to most states,
suggesting that broad, confiscatory bans on commonly owned rifles and magazines
are not a proportionate or targeted response to the state’s crime profile.

A more effective and constitutionally sound approach would prioritize enforcement against
violent offenders, illegal gun trafficking, and repeat criminals, rather than criminalizing
ordinary ownership of semiautomatic rifles and standard magazines that are rarely used in
Minnesota’s day-to-day crime but are central to many citizens’ lawful exercise of their
Second Amendment rights.

My name is Andy Konzelmann, and I am a Minnesota resident. I'm writing
to respectfully urge you to oppose HF 3433 and HF 3402.

These bills focus on restricting firearms and magazine capacity for law-
abiding people, but they do not address the core problem: crime and
violent offenders. Minnesota should be prioritizing policies that target the
individuals who actually commit violence, rather than limiting the rights
and safety options of responsible citizens who follow the law.

I, Andrew Becken, a lifelong resident of Minnesota, am strongly opposed to the
semi-automatic rifle ban in HF 3433 and the high-capacity magazine ban in HF 3402, both
scheduled for a critical hearing in the Minnesota House Public Safety Finance and Policy
Committee on February 24, 2026. These bills strike at the heart of the Second Amendment
right to keep and bear arms, a fundamental protection affirmed by the U.S. Supreme Court
in District of Columbia v. Heller and New York State Rifle & Pistol Association v. Bruen.
Semi-automatic rifles and standard-capacity magazines are among the most commonly
owned firearms and accessories in the country, used daily for lawful self-defense, home
protection, hunting, and sport shooting by hundreds of thousands of responsible
Minnesotans. Banning them does not target criminals—it disarms law-abiding citizens who
follow every existing rule and background check.

The magazine ban in HF 3402 is especially egregious because it imposes a total
prohibition on the manufacture, sale, transfer, and possession of any magazine holding
more than 10 rounds, with no grandfathering provision whatsoever. Lawful owners would
be forced to destroy, surrender, or remove their property from the state by July 1, 2026, or
face felony charges. This is outright confiscation of tens or hundreds of thousands of
dollars’ worth of privately owned items that millions of Americans use safely every day. In a
real self-defense scenario, whether a home invasion or an active threat, those extra rounds
can mean the difference between stopping an attacker and running out of ammunition
while reloading under stress. Criminals will never comply with a 10-round limit; they
already obtain guns and magazines illegally, so this law only handicaps law abiding
citizens.

HF 3433’s assault-weapon-style ban on most semi-automatic rifles is no better.
Even if current owners receive limited grandfathering, the bill reportedly requires a special
certificate, warrantless home inspections by law enforcement to verify “safe storage,” and
severe restrictions that limit use to the owner’s property or a licensed range—effectively
ending hunting and practical training with those firearms. This turns a constitutional right
into a heavily regulated privilege that only the wealthy or well-connected can navigate,
while honest citizens risk becoming felons over paperwork errors or an unexpected knock
on the door. History shows these “feature-based” bans achieve nothing except to create
new classes of prohibited items that criminals ignore.

My name is Andrew Campbell, and I am a law-abiding resident of Waconia, Minnesota. [ am
submitting this testimony in oppeosition to HF 3433 and HF 3402.

Opposition to HF 3433 — Semi-Automatic Rifle Ban

HF 3433 proposes a near-total ban on the possession, sale, and transfer of most semi-automatic
rifles in Minnesota. Under this proposal:

e Current owners would need to obtain a certificate at an unknown cost.

o Law enforcement could conduct warrantless “safe storage” inspections of private homes.

o Rifles could only be kept at home or at a licensed range, effectively prohibiting normal
lawful activities such as hunting and sport shooting.

o Transfers — even between family members — would be prohibited.

e Failure to comply could turn everyday gun owners into criminals overnight.

I oppose HF 3433 because it unduly restricts the rights of law-abiding Minnesotans to keep
commonly owned firearms. The proposal imposes substantial burdens on personal property,
invades private homes with warrantless inspections, and effectively criminalizes lawful conduct
without due process.

Opposition to HF 3402 — 10-Round Magazine Ban

HF 3402 would ban the manufacture, sale, transfer, and possession of magazines holding more
than ten rounds, without grandfathering protections. Owners of standard-capacity magazines
would be forced to destroy them, surrender them to law enforcement, or remove them from
the state by July 1, 2026.

I oppose HF 3402 because:

o It confiscates legally purchased personal property.

o It does not respect grandfathering for existing owners or legitimate uses such as self-
defense, competition, and sport shooting.

o It places harsh penalties on otherwise lawful citizens rather than focusing on criminals
who do not comply with any existing laws.

These bills do not address the root causes of gun violence and instead punish lawful,
responsible gun owners who have committed no crime. A total ban on magazines over
10 rounds and a ban on commonly owned semi-automatic rifles violate the Second
Amendment and set a troubling precedent of ignoring constitutional limits.

These proposals would also affect my family directly. My children and | regularly go to
the range together. It is something we enjoy and a way to teach them responsibility,
safety, and respect. With inflation and the rising cost of everyday life, adding a recurring
three-year “fee,” with no stated cap, simply to keep firearms | already own legally would
make this pastime much harder to afford, if not impossible depending on the cost.

We are also avid hunters. Small-game hunting is a long-standing Minnesota tradition
that | share with my children, and these bills would ban firearms commonly used for that
purpose. That directly impacts lawful outdoor activities that have nothing to do with
violent crime.

| am especially concerned with how the bill defines a “semi-automatic military-style
assault weapon” based on cosmetic or ergonomic features rather than function.
Banning firearms based on cosmetic features is no different than banning a spoiler on a
Honda Civic because it makes the car look faster. It focuses on how something looks
instead of what it actually does.

For example, a folding or telescoping stock is designed to allow a firearm to fit the
shooter properly. Proper fit improves control and safe handling, reducing the likelihood
of injury or stray shots. It does not increase lethality; it improves safe operation.

A pistol grip or thumbhole stock allows the shooter to maintain better control of the
firearm. That control increases safety, especially when teaching my children at the
range or while hunting. It does not make the firearm shoot “harder” or faster. It simply
allows for safer handling.

A flash suppressor is commonly misunderstood. Its primary purpose is to reduce visible
muzzle flash, which helps preserve the shooter’s vision in low light and can improve
control between shots. It does not make a firearm more powerful or more dangerous.

The inclusion of threaded barrels capable of accepting accessories is also troubling. In
particular, suppressors are often portrayed inaccurately. A suppressor does not silence
a firearm. Most unsuppressed firearms produce between roughly 140 and 180 decibels.
A suppressor typically reduces that sound by about 20 to 35 decibels, often bringing it
closer to the threshold associated with immediate hearing damage, but still very loud.
An example would be military jet takeoffs, tornado sirens, and thunderclaps, these all
fall within the 130-140 decibel range and you know they are not quiet. Suppressors are



safety equipment. They help protect hearing and make communication at the range
more manageable. When my children are shooting, being able to give instructions
without shouting improves safety, not the opposite.

These features focus on appearance and accessories rather than on criminal misuse.
Targeting them does nothing to address violent crime while directly affecting lawful
owners like myself.

What disappoints me most is the continued focus on restricting rights instead of
investing time and resources into identifying and addressing the real causes of violence.
Mental health, enforcement of existing laws, and meaningful community solutions
deserve serious attention.

| urge you to oppose HF 3402 and HF 3433 and to support policies that genuinely
reduce violence without infringing on constitutional rights or harming Minnesota families
and traditions.

Dear Chair and Members of the Committee,

My name is Casey McKinstrey, and | am submitting this written testimony in strong
opposition to HF 3433, SF 3654, HF 3402, and SF 3714. These proposals would directly and
negatively impact me, my family, and countless other law-abiding Minnesotans by
substantially restricting our constitutional rights, our property, and our ability to engage in
lawful and traditional activities.

HF 3433 & SF 3654 - Semi-Automatic Rifle Ban

These bills would prohibit the sale, transfer, and possession of nearly all semi-automatic
rifles, with limited grandfathering applicable only to current owners and no ability to
transfer ownership in the future.

As a law-abiding citizen, this legislation would immediately restrict my ability to acquire
commonly owned firearms that are widely used for lawful purposes such as sport shooting,
training, and hunting. It would also prevent me from transferring legally owned property to
family members, including my children in the future. The inability to transfer ownership
strips these firearms of both their practical and financial value and interferes with long-
standing traditions of passing down lawful property across generations.

The certification requirement—at an unknown cost—adds a financial burden to the
exercise of a constitutional right. More concerning is the provision permitting warrantless
home inspections to verify “safe storage.” Requiring me to submit to discretionary,
suspicion-less inspections of my home in order to retain lawfully owned property
undermines my reasonable expectation of privacy and places me in the position of
choosing between my Second Amendment rights and my Fourth Amendment protections.



The restriction limiting possession strictly to my home or a licensed firing range effectively
eliminates lawful uses such as hunting on public or private land not owned by me. This
would directly prevent me and others from participating in Minnesota’s longstanding
hunting traditions using commonly owned firearms. Lawful conduct would be prohibited
not because of misuse, but because of the type of firearm possessed.

In effect, this legislation narrows the practical ability of law-abiding citizens to meaningfully
exercise their Second Amendment rights by banning an entire class of commonly used
firearms and severely limiting how and where they may be possessed.

HF 3402 & SF 3714 - Magazine Ban

These bills impose a total ban on the manufacture, sale, transfer, and possession of
magazines capable of holding more than ten rounds, with no grandfathering provision.

This would directly affect me and other lawful owners who currently possess standard-
capacity magazines that are factory standard for many commonly owned firearms. Under
this proposal, | would be required to destroy my property, surrender it to law enforcement,
or remove it from the state by July 1, 2026. That is a forced forfeiture of legally acquired
property without compensation.

Beyond property loss, the restriction materially limits the functionality of firearms that are
lawfully owned and commonly used. Standard-capacity magazines are part of the ordinary
configuration of many firearms in circulation. Criminalizing their possession does not target
misuse; it targets ownership itself.

For law-abiding Minnesotans, this bill transforms responsible citizens into potential
criminals based solely on continued possession of previously lawful items. It creates legal
jeopardy not because of harmful conduct, but because of the configuration of commonly
owned equipment.



Taken together, these bills impose sweeping prohibitions that disproportionately burden
responsible citizens while doing little to address those who intentionally violate the law.
They restrict my freedom to acquire, retain, and transfer lawful property; they limit how |
may exercise my constitutional rights; and they condition those rights on intrusive
government oversight.

The practical effect is not regulation of misuse, but erosion of lawful ownership. Many
Minnesotans who comply with background checks, safe storage practices, and existing
firearm laws would face new criminal exposure, financial burdens, and loss of property—
without having committed any wrongdoing.

Public safety is a legitimate goal. However, policies must be narrowly tailored,
constitutionally sound, and focused on criminal conduct rather than broad prohibitions
affecting responsible citizens. These proposals fail to strike that balance.

For these reasons, | respectfully urge you to oppose HF 3433, SF 3654, HF 3402, and SF
3714.

I'm writing to urge reconsideration on bills HF 3402 & SF 3714 Large Capacity Magazine Bans
and HF 3433 & SF 3654 Assault Weapon Bans.

In light of the Federal occupation of Minnesota this year, and specifically the profound sense of
Federal government betrayal from Operation Metro Surge, these bills warrant revision and
potentially total reconsideration.

I've worked in big tech with medical records and financial systems for the past 15 years and
have a family history of military service and Federal government defense contracting. | believe
that the extreme proliferation of firearms in the civilian population, while something I'm generally
uncomfortable with, has played a silent yet significant role in deterring a more dangerous
situation on the ground here in Minnesota so far in 2026.

| purchased a firearm for the first time in my life this month. | did so despite the fact that it was
never a priority prior to 2026, and | never plan or desire to ever shoot a firearm towards a living
being. | did so because | believe that there is enough available data about firearm purchases
that a company such as Palantir could, with money and connections, feasibly build out profiles
for every citizen in the US. The software applications that direct the actions of the DHS agents
in our communities likely take into account aggregated economic, demographic, and propensity
that households are armed when targeting their paramilitary-style actions.

It was amazing to me how easy it was to purchase what | consider to be an extremely
dangerous weapon in the form of a pump-action shotgun. It took about 10 minutes for a
background check and | didn't require any sort of permit to purchase it. The legislation that is
proposed here does nothing to make acquiring that or even more dangerous semi-automatic
shotguns any more difficult.

Both bills contain exemptions for Government agents, and the assault weapon ban text exempts
all government employees. | feel less safe from these populations having guns than the general
public, and advocate for legislation that mandates demilitarization of all Government forces in
the state of Minnesota commensurate with any demilitarization of the civilian populace.

The Assault Weapon Ban bills include additional administrative costs including significant
administrative burden and open-ended licensing fees at a time when the state budget is already
under intense, previously unexpected pressure. The provision for mandatory home inspections,
while not strictly unconstitutional, will certainly be seen as such for any privacy advocates.

As someone with both a mother and sister who are Catholic high school teachers in the Twin
Cities metro, | do understand how profoundly the shooting last year at Annunciation shook our
community. | completely understand how this legislation aims to mitigate the amount of harm that
can be caused should similar tragic events continue to occur. | believe the most important thing
we can do for prevention is strong social welfare programs, including single payer healthcare



and adequate support for housing and food. Right now more than ever, those need to be our
legislative priorities.

My concern for the bills is rooted in pragmatism: this has the potential to politically cripple the
DFL at a time when we have an unprecedented opportunity to build the varied coalition that we
need in order to pass legislative priorities, which should be focused on social welfare to assist
those most vulnerable members of our community. More and more people to whom the second
amendment is a real priority are currently politically disenfranchised. We may forever lose the
opportunity to gain their support if they can remember when the Government murdered their
neighbors, they saw no justice, and then the DFL voted to take away their guns.

If we show now that the voting public needs to choose between the most corrupt political party in
history and a party that is vowing to strip them of their constitutionally protected ability to own
firearms and turn hundreds of thousands of Minnesotans into felons by inaction and spend their
tax dollars to it, we will continue to perpetuate the same environment rife with division and
political apathy that caused this dangerous Federal administration to be elected in the first place.

| am a lifelong Minnesota resident with roots dating back to the Dakota tribe of Native
Americans, | have watched our once great state go from one of the safest and known as “ the
most sensible blue state” to a dangerous nanny state in only a few years.

would land them 5 years prison under these bills.

We see this year in and year out the states with the highest levels of gun control have the
most dangerous metros and continue to be decades into their insanely restrictive laws: LA,
Portland, Seattle, Chicago, Delaware. Now with Ohio and Florida rolling back their gun control
bills they have seen significant drops in violent crime, Ohio passed constitutional carry and in
the same year 6 or their 8 most dangerous cities had irrefutable drops in crime in the first year
and onward. Houston, Austin, and Dallas have similar populations to LA, Seattle, and Portland,
but without the violent crime rates. On the other hand a woman in California was murdered last
year by her abusive ex partner while she was in the long arduous process of obtaining a firearm
for her own defense. Per the FBI long guns only make up 5% of guns used in crimes, yet the
ar-15 is the most commonly owned firearm and used millions of times a year for home defense.
A rifle is by far the easiest and safest platform for lower skilled shooters and those of weaker
stature to safely operate given its length of hold, low recoil, and simple operating. All the
characteristics banned in these bills exist to increase accuracy and ensure a safe comfortable
hold preventing missed shots unintentionally creating a casualty.

On the topic of Magazine capacity the standard capacity included with nearly all rifles is 30
rounds and 17 for pistols. Why would anyone need 30 rounds you ask? Well in have you heard
of feral hogs? They're starting to invade Minnesota and super dangerous to people. Have you
heard of coyotes? When they’re desperate they will attack people, just outside the cities we've
seen a significant rise in coyote encounters even seeping into the suburbs. Have you heard of
Methamphetamines?

Members of the House Public Safety Committee,
| respectfully urge you to oppose HF 3433 and HF 3402.

These bills place significant burdens on law-abiding citizens while offering little evidence that they will
reduce violent crime. Policies should target criminal behavior. These proposals primarily affect individuals
who already follow the law.

HF 3433 restricts certain semi-automatic rifles based largely on external features rather than mechanical
function. The firearms covered by this bill operate the same way as many other commonly owned
semi-automatic firearms that are not included. The focus on cosmetic characteristics does not
meaningfully address criminal misuse.

The bill would also impose substantial financial and legal burdens on Minnesotans who lawfully
purchased their property. Owners would be forced to surrender legally acquired firearms without
compensation, store them out of state, or comply with a registration and certification process that includes
potential costs and compliance requirements. For many families, this represents a significant hardship
despite no wrongdoing.

HF 3402 prohibits magazines holding more than ten rounds, including those that are standard for many
commonly owned firearms. After enactment, simple possession would constitute a felony. That means an
otherwise law-abiding citizen who unknowingly retains a magazine purchased years earlier could face
serious criminal penalties. Turning technical possession issues into felonies risks criminalizing ordinary
citizens rather than deterring violent offenders.

Experience in other jurisdictions shows that individuals intent on committing violent crimes do not comply
with magazine limits or firearm feature bans. Criminals, by definition, ignore prohibitions. Expanding
restrictions on lawful ownership does not address the root causes of violent crime.

Public safety is a serious responsibility. Legislation should focus on prosecuting violent offenders,
strengthening mental health intervention, and enforcing existing laws. Broad prohibitions on commonly
owned firearms and standard equipment shift the burden to responsible citizens while offering uncertain
benefits.

A standard capacity magazine for a handgun is 15 rounds, and a standard capacity
magazine for a Semi-Automatic rifle is 30 rounds. These are not high-capacity magazines. The
majority of firearms in ownership right now in MN would be made illegal and their owners
rendered felons by HF 3402. This is diminishing the rights of Minnesotans to self-defense as
established in DC v Heller (08). This decision affirms that Americans have the right to firearms
for self-defense. Again, the most common magazine size for handguns is 15 rounds, meaning
that most Minnesotans that own firearms likely own a Semi-Automatic pistol with a 15 round
magazine. 38-45 percent of Minnesotan households own firearms, and it would be a safe bet
that most of these households have at least 1 15 round magazine pistol. This bill would make all
of these families into felons for having a commonly used firearm for self defense.

These gun control measures are insane when a rogue Republican administration is
murdering Democrats in the streets. These bills cannot be passed. They are taking away the
rights of Minnesotans and seizing their property with no compensation. They are empowering
fascists in the White House.

HF 3433 - Written Opposition

I am submitting this statement in opposition to HF 3433. While I understand the
importance of public safety discussions, this bill raises serious constitutional and
practical concerns that deserve careful reconsideration.

First, there are legitimate questions about how this proposal aligns with both
Second and Fourth Amendment protections. The language of the bill appears broad and
somewhat unclear, which creates uncertainty for lawful firearm owners while offering
little clarity about how it would prevent criminal misuse. Laws that affect
constitutional rights should be narrowly tailored, clearly written, and supported by
strong evidence that they will achieve their intended purpose.

Minnesota already strengthened firearm transfer requirements in recent years,
including permits to purchase and documentation for private sales. These existing
regulations provide mechanisms for oversight and accountability. Adding additional
layers without clear data showing a gap in effectiveness risks regulatory
duplication rather than meaningful safety improvement.

Another concern is the removal of references to firearms “readily adapted to
sporting purposes.” Many rifles that fall into this category are routinely used in
legitimate competition, training, and sporting activities. Policy changes that
overlook these lawful uses may unintentionally burden responsible owners while
failing to address criminal behavior, which typically operates outside legal
compliance altogether.

Even for those open to reasonable regulation, legislation should focus on measurable
outcomes. Expanding restrictions without demonstrating how they reduce violent crime
can erode public confidence in policymaking and shift attention away from approaches
that may be more effective, such as enforcement of existing laws or intervention
strategies aimed at high-risk offenders.

For these reasons, I respectfully oppose HF 3433 as currently written.

HF 3402 - Written Opposition

I also wish to express opposition to HF 3402. The scope of this proposal is
significant, and there is reason to believe it may create unintended consequences
without producing meaningful gains in public safety.

Available data consistently shows that most violent firearm offenses involve
handguns, frequently obtained through theft or illegal channels by individuals
already prohibited from possession. Restrictions focused primarily on magazine
capacity do not directly address these pathways. Individuals intent on criminal
activity often bypass legal requirements entirely, meaning additional restrictions
tend to affect compliant citizens far more than offenders.

A sweeping ban on commonly owned magazines could place many otherwise law-abiding
individuals in a difficult legal position overnight. When legislation risks



criminalizing possession of items that were legally obtained and widely owned, it
raises concerns about fairness, enforceability, and overall public trust in the law.

Public safety efforts may yield greater results by focusing on consistent
enforcement of existing statutes, addressing repeat violent offenders, improving
reporting and tracing of stolen firearms, and investing in prevention strategies
that address root causes of violence. These approaches target behavior rather than
broadly restricting lawful ownership.

Effective legislation should be grounded in clear evidence, constitutional
awareness, and realistic expectations about enforcement. In its current form, HF
3402 does not appear to meet those standards, and I therefore oppose its
advancement.

Chair and Members of the Committee:

My nameis Dru Del ange. | am alifelong Minnesotan, a husband, afather, a hunter, and a
law-abiding citizen. | respectfully submit this written testimony in opposition to HF 3433 and
HF 3402. My objection is not partisan; it is constitutional.

These bills do not represent careful regulation. They represent sweeping prohibition and cross
multiple constitutional boundaries.

Second Amendment

HF 3433 bans the sale, transfer, and possession of commonly owned semi-automatic rifles. HF
3402 bans standard-capacity magazines possessed lawfully by millions of Americans.

Semi-automatic firearms have existed for well over a century and have been in ordinary
civilian use for generations. They are standard, common, and widely used for lawful purposes
including self-defense, hunting, and sport shooting.

The Second Amendment protects the right of the people to keep and bear arms. That protection
extends to arms in common use. A categorical ban on ordinary, widely possessed armsis not
regulation—it is elimination. The Constitution does not authorize the legislature to prohibit
protected arms because they are politically controversial.

Fifth Amendment

HF 3402 requires citizens to destroy, surrender, or remove from the state lawfully acquired
property without compensation and without wrongdoing.

When government mandates forfeiture or destruction of private property absent misconduct, it
raises serious constitutional concerns under the Takings Clause of the Fifth Amendment.
Legidative preference does not nullify property rights.

Fourth Amendment
HF 3433 contemplates inspection authority involving private homes to verify compliance.

The Fourth Amendment protects the right of the people to be secure in their homes against
unreasonabl e searches and seizures. The home receives the highest degree of constitutional



protection. Conditioning the exercise of one enumerated right on potential government
intrusion into the home fundamentally disrupts that protection. No constitutional right should
require surrendering another.

Fourteenth Amendment

These bills transform previously lawful possession into criminal liability through sweeping
reclassification. When government converts ordinary, peaceable conduct into a crime by
statute, due process protections under the Fourteenth Amendment are directly implicated.
Congtitutional rights cannot be withdrawn from law-abiding citizens by legidlative declaration
alone.

Per sonal Impact

| hunt with a semi-automatic rifle and use it responsibly and lawfully. Under HF 3433, | would
be prohibited from passing that rifle to my son. A lawful family heirloom becomes legally
stranded—transferable to no one. That is not public safety reform; it is prohibition by attrition.

HF 3402 demands that citizens like me destroy or surrender magazines we have owned
responsibly for years—not because of misuse, but because of legisative reclassification.
Criminals will not comply with these mandates. L aw-abiding citizens will bear the burden.

My great-grandfather fought at Omaha Beach and helped liberate Europe. | am a direct
descendant of a soldier in the Continental Army who served under General Washington. |
invoke that history not for sentiment, but for perspective. The liberties secured in those
conflicts were structural limits placed upon government power. | take seriously my
responsibility to steward those liberties, not surrender them quietly.

Conclusion

Public safety is an important and legitimate concern. Constitutional guarantees, however, are
binding limits on government power.

If enacted, these bills would assert that enumerated rights may be nullified by majority vote,
that lawfully owned property may be destroyed without compensation, and that the exercise of
one constitutional right may depend upon surrendering another. That is not a minor policy
shift; it isastructural break.

Should these bills become law, they will mark the beginning of constitutional review. The
authority of thislegislature is substantial, but it is not unlimited. It is constrained by the
Constitution each member has sworn to uphold. That oath matters.

My
wife and | prioritize our children’s security, and | keep a firearm for home defense in case of
emergencies like home invasions or delayed first responders due to stand down orders, weather
or distance. These bills would remove this ability without making my family or community safer.

Recent events underscore the importance of preserving the Second Amendment. In recent
months, aggressive federal immigration enforcement by ICE, especially here in Minnesota and
cities like Minneapolis, Portland, and Los Angeles, has led to large-scale protests, some
escalating into riots and civil unrest. Federal agents have used tear gas, flash-bangs, and force
against demonstrators, including peaceful crowds with children and families. Local police
responses have been delayed, limited, or insufficient due to the scale of unrest, resource
demands, or tensions between local and federal authorities. For example, during surges of
protests in Minneapolis following fatal incidents involving ICE agents, crowds faced chaotic
scenes with inadequate help from traditional law enforcement. Similar patterns emerged in
Portland, where federal agents handled crowd control directly, and in Los Angeles, where
protests turned violent amid delayed or escalating responses.

These aren’t hypothetical scenarios they’re happening now in our state of Minnesota. When
riots erupt, property is damaged, or violence breaks out, and police can’t or won’t respond
quickly enough due to overwhelmed resources, jurisdictional conflicts, or sheer volume, law-
abiding citizens must defend themselves, their homes, and their families. The Second
Amendment ensures that individuals aren’t helpless when government protection fails.
Disarming responsible people through bans on common semi-automatic rifles and standard-
capacity magazines would leave families vulnerable in these unpredictable crises. We need the
right to keep and bear arms to protect ourselves when the system breaks down, not more
restrictions that only burden the law-abiding.

HF 3433 would ban possession of most semi-automatic rifles, labeling them “semiautomatic
military-style assault weapons” based on cosmetic features or detachable magazines. These
are not machine guns; they’re common, modern sporting rifles like the AR-15 platform, owned
by law-abiding citizens for lawful purposes. The U.S. Supreme Court in Heller (2008) and Bruen
(2022) made it clear that the Second Amendment protects arms “in common use” for self-
defense and other lawful activities. These rifles fit that description perfectly—they’re used for
protection, training, and in some cases, hunting or sport shooting here in Central Minnesota.

The “grandfathering” in this bill is illusory: current owners face mandatory registration, home
inspections by law enforcement without warrants, severe storage restrictions, no transfers (even
to family), and bans on hunting or range use beyond limited locations. This turns responsible
owners into second-class citizens and sets up future generations to lose this right entirely. It
does nothing to stop criminals, who ignore laws by definition.

HF 3402 bans possession of magazines holding more than 10 rounds, with no grandfathering.
Owners must destroy, surrender, modify, or remove them by July 1, 2027, or face felony



charges up to 5 years in prison and $25,000 fines. Standard-capacity magazines 15-30 rounds
are essential for effective self-defense, especially in high-stress situations.

These restrictions lack historical tradition under Bruen and have no proven track record of
reducing crime. Studies show magazine bans don’t meaningfully impact mass shootings or
overall violence. Attackers simply carry more magazines or use other methods. Meanwhile, law-
abiding families lose tools that could save lives.

As a husband and dad, my top priority is keeping my family safe. These bills don’t address root
causes like mental health failures, illegal gun trafficking, or prosecuting violent criminals.
Instead, they target responsible citizens who have never misused their rights.

Honorable Co-Chairs and Members of the Committee:

The National Shooting Sports Foundation (NSSF) is the trade association for the firearms,
ammunition, hunting and recreational shooting sports industry. For more than 50 years, NSSF
has encouraged gun owners to safely handle and securely store firearms. We provide valuable
resources and free firearm safety kits, including cable-style gun locks through the Project
ChildSafe® program, to help prevent firearms accidents, thefts and misuse, including suicide.

Our membership includes Minnesota based federally licensed firearms retailers, many of which
are small or family-owned businesses that are the backbone of the state’s economy. Our
manufacturer members make the firearms and ammunition used by law-abiding Minnesota
sportsmen, the US military and law enforcement agencies throughout the state. This letter is to
express our strong opposition to HF3402 magazine capacity bans. There was, and still is, no
rational basis upon which to justify the enactment of this proposed legislation.

Magazines come in many different capacities for many different purposes, such as home
defense, collecting, and use in the shooting sports. To ask whether one magazine is more
legitimate than another is to miss the point concerning legal vs. irrational criminal activity.

Unfortunately, advocates of this bill do not seem to be aware of the wide-ranging implications
and impacts of the legislation on law-abiding firearm owners. Many firearms, both historical and
modern, do not have 10 round or smaller magazines available for them. This legislation would
make some very valuable firearms unable to function.

I've attached a copy of an industry study NSSF published as the Detachable Magazine Report.
While | would encourage you to review this study in greater detail, | recognize your time is
valuable so | will summarize a couple of key findings here. The report surveyed 30-plus years of
detachable magazine production and distribution, demonstrating that of the conservatively
estimated 963,772,000 detachable magazines supplied from a firearm manufacturer and in the
aftermarket, at least 717,900,000 have a capacity exceeding 10 rounds.

The report confirms what many firearm owners could tell you anecdotally — that the national
standard for magazine capacity is greater than 10 rounds. With nearly 1 billion detachable rifle
and pistol magazines in circulation, they are unquestionably commonly-owned and commonly-
used for lawful firearm use, including recreational target shooting, hunting and self-defense.

The consumer market totals of rifle magazines not included with the firearm at sale show 30+
capacity magazines, over 413 million, are over 30 times the amount available than 10 and
below capacity rifle magazines, about 13 million.

Further examination of the data proves that 717,900,000 detachable magazines for pistols and
rifles have a capacity greater than 10 rounds. Just 245,872,000 pistol and rifle magazines in
circulation have a capacity of 10 rounds or less.



The data is clear, detachable magazines with a capacity exceeding 10 rounds are the
overwhelming standard for law-abiding firearm owners in the US for lawful purposes including
self-defense, target shooting and hunting. Detachable magazines are integral to the design of,
and necessary for the proper functioning of, today’s modern semi-automatic firearms. The
magazines addressed by this bill are “arms” within the meaning of the Second Amendment.

NSSF appreciates the desire to reduce casualties when violent aggressors attack innocent
people but violating the rights of millions of Minnesotans who choose these products for self-
defense, as well as visitors coming to the state for hunting and recreation, is not the way to do
so. Efforts to reduce the availability of these firearm components to Minnesotans when nearly a
billion detachable magazines are in circulation across the country are a waste of state and local
resources that will only make legislators feel like they did something.

The systematic failure of state and federal government to “keep us safe” continues to be the
common theme in these horrific tragedies. All the warning signs are there and yet they too often
go ignored. NSSF joins others in calling for a comprehensive approach that addresses many
complex social issues, including school safety, preventing unauthorized firearms access, mental
health, personal privacy, and enforcing existing laws while safeguarding constitutional rights.

You only have to look back to the 1994 “Assault Weapons” Ban to find legislation which did little
to increase public safety. One of the sections of this law was halting the production of “high
capacity” magazines. This gun control strategy soon proved to be a failure. A comprehensive
study by the Centers for Disease Control looked at the full panoply of gun control measures,
including this proposed magazine ban, and concluded that none could be proven to reduce
crime. Another study, commissioned by Congress, found that bans were not effective since "the
banned weapons and magazines were never used in more than a modest fraction of all gun
murders." These studies show that a ban did not increase public safety.

The problem, of course, with such laws is that criminals routinely ignore them (after all, they are
criminals). Law-abiding citizens are the ones who suffer.

We must all work together to help prevent those who exhibit reckless disregard for human life
and values access to firearms for criminal purposes. But we must also preserve the
constitutional rights of tens of millions of law-abiding Americans to safely and responsibly own,
store and use firearms for personal protection, hunting and recreation. America's firearms
industry welcomes the opportunity to be a part of a respectful and constructive dialogue on this
important topic and urge you to oppose HF3402.

MAGAZINE REPORT
(1990 — 2021)

PURPOSE

Estimate the number of detachable firearm magazines,
segmented by capacity, that have been sold and made
available using the latest information (2023 initial study period).
Estimate the number of magazines provided “in the box” with
firearms made available to consumers along with secondary
market / direct consumer purchase of firearm magazines. This
is done as part of NSSF’s ongoing industry research to provide
insights into the firearm and ammunition industry.

METHODOLOGY

Utilize Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives
(ATF) Annual Firearms Manufacturers Export Reports (AFMER)
to identify firearm manufacturers and corresponding firearm
manufacturing activity of pistols and rifles. ATF AFMER reporting
is segmented by Pistol, Revolver, Rifle, and Shotgun categories
of manufacturing and export. Identify and remove firearm
manufacturers that do not produce pistols and rifles that accept
detachable magazines such as derringers, single shot pistols, and
fixed magazine rifles. Master totals were created for the top 15 pistol
manufacturers (v80 percent of pistols) and top 15 rifle manufacturers
(v60 percent of rifles) produced in the 2021 ATF AFMER.
Independent research and direct survey of firearm and magazine
manufacturers yielded information on how many magazines, and
their capacity, were provided with each firearm and made available
to the U.S. consumer market from 1990 to 2021 through wholesalers,
retailers, and sold directly to consumers. If historical information was
not available, a value of one magazine per pistol and rifle was used

for the list of top manufacturers. Organizing the data collected from
top pistol and rifle manufacturers, industry averages of magazines
and capacity were applied to all other pistol and rifle manufacturers
reported by ATF AFMER for the study period (1990-2021). Consumer
market totals were taken directly from participating magazine
manufacturers with no adjustment. Totals of each segment were

rounded to the closest thousand.

RESULTS

Independent research and
direct survey of firearm and
magazine manufacturers yielded
industry averages for pistol and
rifle magazines that come “in the
box.” Pistol magazines had an
industry average of 2.1 magazines
per firearm from the manufacturer
with 44 percent being 10 and
below capacity. Rifle magazines
had an industry average of 1.8
magazines per firearm from the
manufacturer with half being 10
and below capacity, 20 percent
being 11-29 round capacity, and
30 percent being 30+ round
capacity.

Of the firearm magazines
estimated in this study, 29
percent originate from detachable
magazines provided “in the box”
with each newly manufactured
firearm and 71 percent of
detachable magazines were
distributed to the consumer
market as an “aftermarket”



product. An estimated 963 million magazines were
produced and entered the commercial market between
1990 and 2021. Of the estimated 963 million magazines,
approximately 74 percent, or 717 million magazines,
have a capacity of 11+ rounds. A majority of the 11+

round capacity magazines are rifle magazines. About 46 percent of the magazines estimated in this
study are rifle magazines with 30+ round capacity. The percentage of detachable magazines at 11+
capacity is about 55 percent of total pistol magazines. The amount of 10 and below capacity rifle
magazines supplied from the manufacturer is over one and a half times the amount of 30+ capacity
rifle magazines. The consumer market totals of rifle magazines show 30+ capacity magazines, over
413 million, are over thirty times the amount available than 10 and below capacity rifle magazines,
about 13 million.

LIMITATIONS

Not all magazine manufacturers that support and supply firearm manufacturers and the consumer market
responded to the survey/provided data; therefore, the results are a conservative estimate. Not all segments of
detachable magazines could be counted due to lack of public information or availability of records. For example,
detachable shotgun magazines are prevalent in certain shooting sports and tactical applications but were not
counted. Military and law enforcement sales were not counted. This analysis did not account for breakage or
magazines that were destroyed/discarded as no data exists. No reliable data exists prior to 1990 to estimate
historic detachable magazines that may still be available for sale or in working condition. This is due to lack of ATF
AFMER reporting prior to 1990. This study does not claim all the magazines estimated in this study are owned by
Americans; these are both magazines estimated to be in circulation and made available for sale at some point

from 1990 to 2021.

DISCUSSION

The popularity of small “conceal carry”
pistols highly influenced the distribution of
pistol magazines in most recent years, but
following trends in manufacturing, many of
these pistols are being updated with higher
capacity magazines as designs are updated.
Magazine-fed semiautomatic pistols and rifles
are becoming increasingly popular. Based on
magazines alone, 11+ round capacity, market
share of these firearms in the United States
should be expected hold pace with historic
trends.'?

A recent study of the general population
within the United States identified that over
1,300 firearm owners provided more insight to
magazine ownership. Results suggest that more
than a third (36.3 percent) of the U.S. population
are currently firearm owners.® Those identified as
firearm owners were asked to share details about
their detachable magazine ownership. More than
half (53.2 percent) of firearm owners reported
owning a detachable magazine for a handgun,
and nearly a third (32.7 percent) reported owning
a detachable magazine for a rifle. Nearly a third
(35.9 percent) of firearm owners reported owning
a detachable handgun magazine with a capacity
of 11 or more rounds, while nearly a quarter (24.3
percent) of firearm owners reported owning a

detachable rifle magazine with a capacity of 11

or more rounds. Overall, 43.3 percent of firearm
owners reported owning a detachable magazine
with a capacity of 11 or more rounds. These
findings indicate that approximately 8.9 percent of
the U.S. population owns a magazine holding 11 or
more rounds.*

According to a recent NSSF study, Modern
Sporting Rifle (MSR) Comprehensive Consumer
Report 2022, magazines were one of the most
common components purchased among the
2,85 usable responses. “Over half (52%) of MSR
owners stated the detachable magazine capacity
of their MSR is 30 rounds. When asked why they
chose their respective capacity, most frequent
responses were related to popularity / standard
and being readily available.”® The latest estimate
of MSRs produced between 1990-2021 is over 28
million®, making aftermarket magazines for these
firearms abundant in the United States, where
such capacity magazines are not banned’. These
rifle magazines, like all categories of magazines
in this study, are those that are provided “in the
box” from the manufacturer and made available
for sale. The proportion of owned magazines
versus magazines available for sale is currently
unattainable.

The findings in this report give some insight to the volume and capacity of detachable firearm
magazines in the United States for the study period. A more comprehensive estimate would be
attainable if participation from firearm and magazine manufacturers increased in future updates.
Consumer preferences of 11+ capacity magazines are reflected in the manufacturing activity of the
firearm industry. Changes in legislation outlawing or granting access to these magazines may change
overall market proportions but the preference to have more ammunition available is clear.

Good afternoon, Ellen and the MN House of Representatives,

I am writing as a concerned Minnesota resident to express my strong opposition to HF3433
and HF3402. | believe these proposed bills blatantly violate my constitutional rights as a US
citizen, while failing to meaningfully address violent crime in our state.

First and foremost, these bills appear to infringe upon the constitutional rights guaranteed
under the Second Amendment and raise significant Fourth Amendment concerns
regarding lawful citizens’ privacy and protections against unreasonable government
intrusion.

Furthermore, technological developments, including the increasing accessibility of home
manufacturing tools such as modern 3D printers, demonstrate that individuals determined
to acquire prohibited items will continue to find unlawful means to do so. As a result,
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legislation focused primarily on restricting legal ownership risks having little measurable
impact on criminal activity while placing additional burdens on responsible citizens.

| respectfully urge you to consider policies that directly target violent offenders, illegal
trafficking, and repeat criminal behavior rather than measures that primarily affect
compliant, law-abiding citizens. Effective public safety policy should focus on enforcement
of existing laws, prevention efforts, mental health resources, and strategies that address
criminal misuse without eroding constitutional protections.

| am writing today to provide my written testimony in opposition to HR-3402 Magazine Ban; a
bill being introduced to the Minnesota legislature this session. | completely oppose this
ridiculous, arbitrary, and senseless bill.

Banning standard capacity magazines (referred to as “high capacity magazines” in the proposed
bill,) will not prevent violent crimes or make communities safer. In fact, this ban would protect
violent criminals and make Minnesota communities less safe. Violent criminals will not be
turning their “high capacity” magazines in to law enforcement for destruction. They will not
alter those magazines so they can no longer hold more than 10 rounds. Criminals will not
remove the magazines in question from the state. Violent criminals will not comply with this bill
because, by definition, they are criminals. They have already decided to ignore the laws that
already make it illegal to murder, assault, abduct, rape, and otherwise violently attack people,
so what makes anyone that supports this bill think that these violent people will change their
ways because their magazine holds too many rounds?

Chair and Members of the Committee:

Thank you for the opportunity to submit this written testimony regarding House File 3402. |
oppose HF3433 as written and urge the committee to reject this proposal.

This bill will broadly criminalize law-abiding citizens for nothing more than ownership of
commonly and widely owned magazines. These magazines are legal under federal law.
There is no victim of just owning a magazine of any size and we should not be creating
criminals out of citizens who have been law-abiding and responsible.

This bill would also put a large burden of time and strain funding on enforcement agencies
at a time when these resources should be directed at addressing actual violent crime
through community policing efforts, investigations and supporting those that have been
victims. Spending time and funding on something of which there is no victim and only
creates criminals of currently responsible and law-abiding citizens only takes those
resources away from those who need it. Besides these costs to the taxpayers, the
taxpayers will also be paying for the investable lawsuits against this bill, a bill that will
untimely, if passed, be struck down. As ataxpayer, at during a time of great fraud within our
State, | do not want to waste money on lawsuits the State will lose.

As a US Marine veteran, | can tell you that those currently serving in our reserves and
national guard are not entirely covered under this bill. Their ownership only applies when
acting within the scope of their duties. Those that only serve a few days of the month are
only under official orders for those few days and so the remaining days of the month, when
their gear and magazines are stored in their homes, at a time when they are not acting
within the scope of their duties. Also many veterans keep the magazines they were issued
or are given as part of an award from those they served with. Our veterans will be made
criminals, not for acting, not for creating a victim, but for simply owning something that is
federally legal.

| also worry about our immigrant population who may have trouble understanding any
requirements. They are part of our community and should be afforded all rights under the
law to include firearm ownership. | believe that this bill, and laws like it will be used by law
enforcement and the justice system to target them.



If the House does care about violence it should be focusing taxpayer funding on helping
enforcement agencies in the State with mental health services, community policing and
trying to building a non-violent culture. Banning citizens from owning something of which
there is no victim in its ownership does not decrease violence, it just makes criminal of
citizens, many of which are veterans and immigrants and its wrong to punish them for
simply owing magazines. If we as a State are at the point where we are trying to ban objects
due to violence then we are at the point where we need to recognize we’ve failed and that
we’ve allowed the State culture itself to become violent. And if thatis the case we should
be focusing on building a violent-free culture, dealing with actual violent criminals and not
making criminals of veterans, immigrants and other law abiding citizens just for ownership.

Hello, I am writing in opposition to HF 3402 (Common Capacity Magazine Ban).
Impact

This bill will have a significant impact on me, many of my family and friends, and thousands of
law-abiding gun owners throughout the State of Minnesota.

Many of the arms | have purchased in the past 10 years have come with two or more
magazines that would suddenly be banned under this new bill. | have also purchased additional
magazines for the purposes of competing in competitions at the cost of hundreds of dollars. This
would be the same for most, if not all, of the diverse group of people | compete with.

Constitutionality

As you know, should this bill become law it will certainly be challenged in court, and with good
reason.

The 1789 Joint Resolution of Congress Proposing 12 Amendments to the U.S. Constitution,
which was later ratified to become the Bill of Rights, stated that the authors were concerned that
“the Government” would abuse its powers. This was not theoretical to them, they had lived this
experience and on April 14, 1775, when the British attempted to disarm Americans, the
Revolutionary war began. The fact that this bill exempts “any government officer, agent, or
employee” while placing a ban for law-abiding citizens is exactly what the Second Amendment
was adopted to prevent.

In District of Columbia v. Heller the Supreme Court of the United States ruled that arms “in
common use” for lawful purposes cannot be banned. In later oral arguments the Supreme Court
of the United States has affirmed that arms with many of the characteristics this bill seeks to ban
are in common use.

This bill would almost certainly violate the Takings Clause of the Fifth Amendment because
there would be no compensation to individuals who would be forced to get rid of a significant
amount of property.

Hypocrisy

In response to the Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) surge in the past few months
many politicians spoke out about their concerns for the rights of immigrants, both those here
legally and illegally, as well as Minnesotans but now, some of those same politicians are
attempting to violate the rights of law-abiding Minnesotans.

When Alex Pretti was shot and killed, members of the Trump Administration spoke about how
he had no right to be carrying a handgun at a protest. The Minnesota Gun Owners Caucus, and
several Democratic Politicians, spoke out about Pretti having that right, which he absolutely did.



Now there is an attempt to take that right away but a right isn’t just a right when it's convenient,
a right exists or it doesn’t. And the handgun Alex Pretti was apparently carrying, a Sig Sauer
P320, commonly ships with magazines that would be banned under this bill.

So did he, or did he not have a right to carry the firearm and magazine he was carrying?

HF 3402 - Total Ban on Possession of Magazines holding more than 10 rounds (In
OPPOSITION)

During the Trump administration, controversies surrounding federal immigration enforcement—
particularly actions taken by Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE)—intensified concerns
among Minnesotans about federal overreach.

At the core of this perspective is the principle of federalism. The U.S. constitutional system
divides power between the federal government and the states, reserving significant authority to
states under the Tenth Amendment. When federal agencies are perceived as exceeding their
mandates or operating aggressively within states—such as through workplace raids or
expanded deportation efforts—citizens become wary of concentrating additional power in
government hands.

Since the beginning of Mr. Trump’s presidency, ICE has acted in ways that undermined local
autonomy, especially in states and cities that adopted sanctuary policies. Minnesota has
communities that have debated cooperation with federal immigration authorities. This tension
highlights a broader concern: if federal power can expand in one area of law enforcement, it
may do so in others. As a result, preserving robust Second Amendment protections at the state
level serves as a safeguard potential federal overreach.

Marginalized communities distrust of federal law enforcement has not been confined to one
political ideology. Civil rights activists, labor organizers, and immigrant communities have all
experienced moments of conflict with federal authorities. In this context, limiting civilian access
to firearms WILL leave vulnerable populations dependent on the same institutions they already
distrust for protection.

While public safety in Minnesota is indeed a concern, HF 3433 and HF 3402 will drastically
reduce our marginalized community from defending themselves against government overreach.
Hitler disarmed the Jews in 1938 which led to the slaughter of nearly 6-million Jews. Is this
Minnesota legislature seriously considering disarming our minority communities in the name of
Public Safety?

If Democrats enact this legislation, they will be disarming our most vulnerable groups, and will
ensure that Federal overreach can never be countered by Minnesotans. How dare you! Shame
on you for wanting to see our poor and marginalized deported, or worse.

Vote NO to HF 3433 and HF 3402.

Supporters of a 10-round magazine limit often frame it as a simple safety measure, but |
argue it’s a policy built on optics rather than outcomes. Most gun violence involves
handguns with standard-capacity magazines that already exceed 10 rounds, and
criminals overwhelmingly obtain them through illegal channels. A complete ban does not
effectively stop those responsible for violence; instead, it limits items that millions of
responsible owners use safely every day.

Opponents also point out that “10 rounds” is an arbitrary political number, not a
functional threshold. Many common firearms are designed around magazines larger
than that, so a ban effectively criminalizes standard equipment while doing little to deter
someone with an intent to harm. Reloading takes seconds, and anyone planning
violence can carry multiple magazines, making the restriction easy to bypass while
creating major compliance and enforcement headaches for everyone else.

A more fundamental argument is that banning magazines shifts focus away from key
safety measures like addressing repeat violent offenders, improving the mental health
system, and dismantling trafficking networks that provide illegal firearms. Critics argue
that focusing on magazine size is a way to look tough on crime without confronting the
systems that enable it.

Their message is blunt: if the goal is real safety, then policy should target dangerous
people and not the hardware responsible citizens use daily without incident.



To Minnesota Representatives:

| am writing to inform you that, as law abiding firearms owning residents of Minnesota, we completely oppose
bill HR 3402 - the ban on firearm magazines that hold over 10 rounds - on account of it violating the 2nd
Amendment of the Constitution of the United States.

According to New York Rifle and Pistol Association v. Bruen, any firearms related restrictions must be in
accordance with history, text, and tradition. The United States does not have such history, text, or tradition. The
founding fathers wrote the 2nd Amendment specifically for the citizens to resist tyrannical government. This has
been argued frequently in this state, especially in regard to carrying firearms at the protests against ICE, as the
federal government has claimed that carrying multiple magazines over 10 rounds to a protest is illegal and
Unconstitutional. The 2nd Amendment is there to protect citizens from the government, and when the
government tries to argue that constitutionally protected actions are evil, the inverse has tended to be true.

It has also been proven time and time again that banning magazines does not reduce violent crimes and does
not prevent criminals from acquiring these tools.

This has been the case everywhere that severe
and Unconstitutional firearm related restrictions have been implemented, from Chicago to New York and
California.

There is no legal basis for a semi-automatic firearms ban, and moreover the citizens of Minnesota did not vote
for this.

I have read HF 3402 and strongly oppose this legislation and this body must not
advance this language in the House. The advancement of this legislation makes my family
less safe, penalizes law abiding citizens, and does nothing to stop the criminals that will
not follow HF 3402.

My name is Joseph J. Betelak. | am a 66 year old husband, father and grandfather who, along with
my wife, have been a resident of Apple Valley for more than 39 years. | served on the local
volunteer fire department for over 26-1/2 years. | have been a continuous holder of a
Minnesota Permit To Carry, (PTC), since July 2003, (issued and renewed a total of 5 times and
spanning 25 years). | have been an avid competitive shooter for about a decade now and a dues
paying member of the USPSA (United States Practical Shooting Association), the governing body
for several popular shooting sports competitions since 2017.

| write today to voice my strong opposition to all new anti-gun rights legislation that has, or will
be, proposed in the Minnesota legislature. Today | will focus on MN HF3402. (MN HF 3433 also
includes most, if not all of MN HF 3402, in it as well).

MN HF 3402 is clearly unconstitutional and is in direct contradiction to the 2" amendment as
well as Supreme Court prescient in several landmark decisions. That alone should be more than
enough reason to vote no on it.

As a competitive shooter this Bill would require me to discard magazines that cost me about
$5000 and spend a like amount to replace them without compensation. As a legal, permitted
gun owner, it would require me to replace thousands of dollars in magazines for my non-
competition guns, again without compensation. Because nearly every handgun, and most semi-
automatic rifles, in this state came new from the factory with standard capacity magazines,
millions of Minnesotans would be in the same predicament: forced to spend a ridiculous
amount of money or risk jail and being a felon for life.

This law would be a disaster for Minnesota’s thriving USPSA shooting clubs, matches, and
competitors. I, and hundreds of other Minnesotans, travel to out of state USPSA matches each
year. | compete in South Dakota, North Dakota, lowa, Nebraska, and Wisconsin regularly, as do
dozens of Minnesota competitors | personally know, and scores more | do not know. Likewise
hundreds of shooters from the region and even nationally come to Minnesota to compete
many time per year. We book hotel rooms, (For at least one night, but typically for 2 to 4 nights
for major matches), go out to restaurants, buy fuel for our vehicles, and often bring our families
along to sight see and visit tourist sites.

Out of state and top national ranked shooters will no longer attend Minnesota matches.
Minnesota shooters will not be able to attend matches in most of the rest of the country and be
competitive. Every competitor in 90%+ of our country will be using standard capacity
magazines holding 21-28 rounds for pistols and 30 rounds for long guns. Because we won’t own
any of those we will be using Neutered magazines with a completely arbitrary limit of less than
1/2,, or even less than 1/3, the capacity of the overwhelming majority of the country. This law
will completely end the sport for me and hundreds more in Minnesota. This law will kill our



sport in Minnesota and Minnesotans who have never done anything wrong will suffer because
you want to pass a law that makes you feel good , but will not make anyone safer and only
punishes the peaceable, law abiding citizens of our state.

As a Permitted Concealed carrier you will put my life, and my family’s safety, in jeopardy. If 10
rounds are enough, why are there exceptions for police? Do they not face the exact same
violent criminals that citizens face? Citizens don’t have partners, back-up a radio call away, and
3 or 4 magazines at the ready on a duty belt, like police do. Why 10, or any other number of
rounds pulled out of thin air, good enough for me, but not good enough for police, state agents
and employees, and even YOU? | don’t believe in a 2-tierd system of rights. | don’t think state
employees, agents or police have any more legitimate reason to have unlimited magazine
capacity than any ordinary citizen has.

While most of the rest of the country has been going in what | consider the right direction on
gun laws, Minnesota has been going in the opposite, wrong direction. Permit less concealed
carry is the norm in the vast majority of states. People are freer and safer when they can
defend themselves without fees and burdensome regulations. Attacking millions of Minnesota
guns owners should NOT be a priority of the legislature. It should not even be a consideration
when we have so many more pressing problems that need to be solved. You should put your
attention on financial and infrastructure issues and leave gun owners alone.

| do not believe modifications to this bill, such as a “grandfather” clause, would make it
acceptable to the millions of Minnesotan gun owners and to the millions of future Minnesota
gun owners whose rights are being attacked. Nothing less than outright rejection of this
extremism will do.

My name is Codie Wolfe, and I live in Claremont, Minnesota in Dodge
County.

Subject: Opposition to HF3402 — Magazine Capacity Limit Law

Thank you for the opportunity to submit written testimony. I, Matt Thielhorn, am a resident
of Burnsville, MN. | am deeply concerned about proposed bill HF3402 and am writing in
opposition to the measure as a left-leaning voter.

As this law currently exists, there is no grandfather clause or buyback option. Requiring
citizens to sell their legally owned property or permanently modify their property without
compensation would amount to a violation of citizens’ 5™ amendment rights under the
“Takings Clause”. Even with good intentions meant to reduce harm, the state should not
engage in practices that violate citizens’ rights or pass legislation that will knowingly be
struck down in court, particularly the 8" circuit who share SCOTUS interpretations of 2A.

State legislators should be wary of passing laws that would easily be struck down by the 8™
circuit court of appeals, the most conservative leaning circuit court in the country. Split-
circuit decisions between the circuit courts will surely accelerate circumstances in which
the 6-3 conservative majority Supreme Court would intervene on these issues. Given the 8"
circuit’s willingness to utilize SCOTUS’ Bruen (2022) ruling in the Worth v Jacobson (2024)
case, | would caution that the 8" circuit would likely conclude that magazines are 1) in
lawful, common use, and 2) that there isn’t a historical precedent consistent with the
nation’s history in limiting such items.

The argument that magazines above 10 rounds are notin common use every day in
American households is absurd. Nearly every single semi-automatic firearm comes
standard with a magazine above this arbitrary 10 round limit, and while there are
aftermarket options for magazines above the standard magazine capacity as designed for a
particular firearm, the 10 round limit paints a picture that hundreds of millions of
magazines in the United States and in Minnesota are intentionally “extended”. This is not
the case.

To illustrate how absurd this claim is, imagine you’re buying a new car. That car has a 12-
gallon gas tank. Congress then passes a law that mandates anything above a 10-gallon gas
tank is deemed excessive and harmful to the environment. Millions of vehicles across the
country with gas tanks that hold 12, 15, 18, 19, etc. gallons, all previously considered
“standard” for their class of vehicle by design of the manufacturer, are deemed excessive.
Thatis equally absurd to the claim being made here.



If this state legislative body is interested in seeing how the current Supreme Court would
rule on this issue, creating a nationwide impact, before the federal government has had a
chance to rebalance the Supreme Court, perhaps this body should exercise foresight,
strategy, and patience rather than press onward in a blatantly unconstitutional manner.
Your interpretation of the constitution may in good faith differ from that of the Supreme
Court. But ultimately, SCOTUS gets to decide the constitutionality, not us, unless Congress
amends the constitution. No matter the intent, | respectfully believe that there are other
measures we can take to address harm from gun violence that won’t create national,
negative implications in the long run.

For these reasons, | strongly urge the committee to vote against HF3402. Thank you for your
consideration.

My name is Nate Timm and live in West Lakeland township outside Stillwater Minnesota. | work for
the Washington County Sheriff's Office. | am emailing to express my opposition to House File 3402
which proposes a ban on firearm magazines over 10 rounds. | have three main concerns with the
language of this bill.

The bill's language does have an exemption for law enforcement but does not appear not extend to
off duty carry. It is common practice for officer to carry their weapons to and from work, in addition
to off duty general carry. Some department policy requires this practice. If the bill passes in present
form officers may need to leave standard capacity magazines at work and switch to lower capacity
magazines while away from work, especially in today's cultural climate where some metro
prosecutors have a thirst to prosecute police officers.

My other concern with this bill is how it impacts collectable firearms. | collect world war two
firearms and have a federal collector's license. | own a number of federally registered machine
guns. One is a Japanese machine gun made in 1943 and is valued at $20,000. No magazines were
made for this weapon after Japan ceased armament production following their defeat in 1945 and
no magazines were made for this weapon with less than a 30 round capacity. This same issue
applies to other firearms in my collection. This concern would be alleviated by allowing an
exemption for Curio and Relic (C&R) firearms. These type of firearms are generally 50 years or older
and/or recognized by the ATF as a collector item. The C&R list is maintained by the ATF and can be
found by doing a web search for “ATF curio and relic list.”

My final concern is how this bill will impact shooting sports. | participate in Practical Shooting
which is a shooting competition where scores are based on speed and accuracy. Using 10 round
magazines will greatly impact the way these matches are held and scored.

| get the intent behind this law to reduce the ability of deranged persons to inflict casualties in mass
shootings. But with that said those same persons will be able to continue to obtain standard
capacity magazines in other adjacent states that do not prohibit them. This bill will impinge on
shooting sports, law enforcement, firearms collectors, and others and will have little impact on the
desired outcome. Even if the law passes as written a person who has no regard for human life, or
the highest crime of murder, will get around the issue by carrying more lower capacity magazines.
The recent mass shooting in Australia comes to mind where the shooter used a bolt action rifle with
a high degree of speed and precision. These weapons appear to not even be detachable magazine
fed.

Core Arguments Against HF 3402

Infringement on Second Amendment Rights:
Magazines are integral components of firearms, not mere accessories. Without a functional magazine, many
modern firearms simply cannot operate as designed for self-defense.

The "Common Use" Standard:

Based on Supreme Court precedents like Heller and Bruen, arms in "common use" for lawful purposes cannot
be banned. Millions of Americans and Minnesotans lawfully own magazines with capacities greater than 10
rounds, making them standard equipment rather than "dangerous and unusual” weapons.

Self-Defense Necessity:

The
Supreme Court, if certiorari is granted, will in all likelihood, rule against laws such as HF 3402. Passing such
laws is a colossal waste of Minnesota taxpayers dollars. Considering the MUCH more pressing problems
currently facing Minnesota, HF 3402 is nothing more than political pandering and should noot even be passed
out of the House Public Safety Committee.

I am writing in opposition to HR 3402. [ am outraged that the authors of HR 3402,
and those who plan on voting for it, think my life, or my family’s, isn’t worth more
than ten rounds of ammunition. If I can’t protect myself with ten rounds, should 1
just put my hands up and say to the real criminal, “OK, you got me. ’'m out.
Please don’t hurt me.” ?

It’s been at least forty years since police agencies started removing revolvers from
their inventories because officers couldn’t protect themselves, much less the
public, when issued those limited capacity firearms.

As a retired Minnesota Peace Officer and law enforcement firearms instructor, I
can’t help but find the arbitrary number ten laughable. It’s been universally taught
for decades that one shoots in self-defense until the threat is gone. That’s a status,
it’s already case law in Minnesota, and there’s no way to quantify it with an
arbitrary number. Is it three rounds? Seven rounds? Ten rounds? How about fifteen
or twenty?

You don’t know. I don’t know. We can’t know how many is the “right” number;

And then a hundred rounds
might not feel like enough. Survivors of an attempted lethal attack are never going
to say, “Gee, I'm so glad I didn’t have more than ten rounds in my gun.”

Thank you for the opportunity to submit this written testimony regarding House File 3433.
While | believe reducing violent crime is important, | oppose HF3433 as written and urge
the committee to reject this proposal.

If the purpose is to prevent violent crime, this bill does not do it. It only penalizes
responsible citizens for ownership and creates burdens. The bills definitions are based on
features and not functions which will make it difficult for enforcement. This ambiguous
approach to the definitions creates a risk to both responsible law-abiding citizens and law
enforcement about what may or may not be legal in any given potential enforcement of a
citizen. This approach causes a great amount of risk to the citizens in a state that already
has issues with law enforcements actions that have killed citizens. | also need to point out
the large immigrant population in Minnesota, many of which do not speak English as a first
language. Those immigrants also use firearms for hunting, sporting and defense purposes
and this law may make it easier for State law enforcement to take advantage of them.

This law also affects veterans. As a veteran US Marine | was required to qualify with my rifle
as were my friends both in the Marines and other services. Member of the reserves, the
National Army/Air Guard and the active duty staff here in Minnesota must qualify. Many of
our current veterans personally own the types of firearms listed and use them for not just
for defense, sporting, or hunting, but also to go to the range to practice to ensure they are
proficient with their rifles. Those of us Veterans who are no longer actively serving also
continue to own our own rifles. This bill would make veterans’ who took an oath to serve
criminals just for ownership.

This bill also creates burdens both administratively and monetarily on our citizens,
veterans and immigrant populations who are responsible and law abiding. Not only does
this give burdens to citizens, but also to enforcement agencies in trying to do the
certifications and other things called for in this bill. Enforcement agencies should not be
spending time and taxpayer funding on these provisions and should instead be focusing
their time on dealing with those citizens who are acting out violently or threatening acts of
violence.



If the House truly does care about violence it should focus its efforts on helping
enforcement agencies and the State with mental health services so we, as a State, can
help identify those who are at risk of committing any kind of violence and provide a space
where someone who is going through a mental health crisis can go. The State should also
instead provide resources to put more enforcement and community policing in place. The
goal should be to reduce violence overall regardless of what is used and take action against
those who choose to act violent. This bill only punishes those who own firearms and are
already responsible and law-abiding citizens, not those who act and choose to do violence.

In summary, this bill does not address the issue of violence and will only make criminals of
our already law-abiding citizens, veterans and immigrant communities. This will also be
costly to the State both in the attempt to enforce it and the inevitable lawsuits that will
immediately follow. There is no victim in ownership of a firearm, and it is wrong to punish
someone for that. Those that do commit acts of violence are who we should be focusing
on. If the State is at the pointits banning items in an attempt to reduce violence then our
issue is not the objects used, but the violent culture that has been allowed to grow and we
need to focus on fixing our culture as reduced violence overall means a reduction of
violence with fists, knives, firearms or anything else one may use.

HF 3433 - Semi-Automatic Rifle Ban (In OPPOSITION)

During the Trump administration, controversies surrounding federal immigration enforcement—
particularly actions taken by Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE)—intensified concerns
among Minnesotans about federal overreach.

At the core of this perspective is the principle of federalism. The U.S. constitutional system
divides power between the federal government and the states, reserving significant authority to
states under the Tenth Amendment.

While public safety in Minnesota is indeed a concern, HF 3433 and HF 3402 will drastically
reduce our marginalized community from defending themselves against government overreach.
Hitler disarmed the Jews in 1938 which led to the slaughter of nearly 6-million Jews. Is this
Minnesota legislature seriously considering disarming our minority communities in the name of
Public Safety?

“the Government” would abuse its powers. This was not theoretical to them, they had lived this
experience and on April 14, 1775, when the British attempted to disarm Americans, the
Revolutionary war began. The fact that this bill exempts “any government officer, agent, or
employee” while placing a ban for law-abiding citizens is exactly what the Second Amendment
was adopted to prevent.

In District of Columbia v. Heller the Supreme Court of the United States ruled that arms “in
common use” for lawful purposes cannot be banned.

Dear Co-Chair Moller and Members of the Public Safety and Finance Committee:

I have read HF 3433 and absolutely oppose this legislation and this body must not
advance this language in the House. I also oppose the words in the title “semiautomatic
military-style assault weapons™ as they are used as a pejorative to describe all guns as “bad”
and primarily used for those persons (the authors) who are pushing an agenda to ban and
confiscate all guns in violation of the United States Constitution.

Semiautomatic rifles with detachable magazines are among the most commonly
owned firearms in the United States and in Minnesota. They are possessed and used
responsibly by law-abiding citizens. Reclassifying these firearms under a broad and
restrictive definition would criminalize ordinary ownership and undermine the rights of
responsible gun owners without addressing the root causes of violent crime.

The advancement of HF3433 is unlawful and affects my ability to protect my family,
hunt, and recreate. The authors’ expanded definition is clearly designed to punish,
criminalize and make law abiding Minnesotans less safe. This expansion affects my ability
to own a rifle to use in self-defense or to use while hunting. If passed, there would be
several rifles that would be illegal to use and possess. Rifles that I currently own and use
for hunting. I submit to you that semi-automatic rifles with detachable magazines are
commonly used by hunters in Minnesota. Why punish law abiding Minnesotans that hunt?

In addition, the use of semi-automatic rifles in self-defense situations is a “life or
death” situation in a multiple attacker situation. Regardless of the authors’ belief, there are
situations that require semi-automatic rifles to be used in a self-defense environment. In a
home invasion situation, where there are multiple attackers - a weapon with the ability to
be suppressed and shoot multiple rounds is the weapon of my choice. I protect my family
with a semi-automatic rifle. A rifle with the ability to shoot a lot of rounds is a force
multiplier by the self-defender. And remember, that the self defender could be a woman,
the elderly, or another person that is vulnerable. To take away the ability of a MN citizen’s
right to protect his/her family is simply wrong and violates the founding principles of the
Constitution.

Moreover, if passed, HF 3433 makes it illegal to transfer, own or possess a rifle, and
you want Minnesotans charged with a felony with up to 5 years in prison and a $25,000
fine. It is absurd that the authors’ could write such language in a bill to punish and
criminalize the law abiding Minnesota citizen.



And the “grandfathering clause” is a complete overreach by the state government
for what? So, let me get this straight:

I have to apply for a state-issued certificate of ownership?

I have to store it according to the ill-managed, unregulated, wild anti-gun
group known as the BCA? And they get to writ the rules?

I have to allow a warrantless search?

I have to pay a tax every 3 years?

The rifle can only be on my property or at a firing range? What if [ travel
with the rifle to the other 49 states to hunt, recreate, shoot, go to another
state’s firing range.

And never transfer it? Really.

So, my only options are to surrender the rifle, disable it, or remove it from
the state?

Increased education to marginalized communities that use guns to commit
crimes and the consequences thereof

Increased education to our left leaning county attorneys that do not charge
gun crimes on the proper way

Increased funding to law enforcement to target people who commit illegal
gun crimes

Public safety policy should focus on deterring and prosecuting criminal misuse of
firearms rather than restricting the rights of lawful owners. More effective approaches
would include strengthening enforcement against violent offenders, ensuring consistent
sentencing, and supporting law enforcement efforts to target illegal gun activity.

HF3433 penalizes responsible Minnesotans while offering limited impact on those
who already disregard the law. For these reasons, I respectfully request that the Committee
decline to advance this bill and instead pursue policies that enhance public safety without
infringing on constitutional rights of your constituents.

I am writing to express my opposition to HF 3433 relating to the prohibition of semiautomatic
military-style assault weapons.

Let me begin by saying, | am both a lifelong Democrat and firearm enthusiast. | support
common sense measures that reduce gun violence and respect the 2nd Amendment of our
constitution.

According to the FBI, just 4% of firearm murders were committed with rifles of any type in 2023,
while 53% were committed with handguns.

As written, this bill would make possession of my single shot, bolt-action hunting rifle
a felony due to the ill-thought out “shroud” provision. This bill may make possession of almost
all modern shotguns a felony due to the threaded barrel provision, as these are typically
internally threaded to accept “chokes” which sometimes extend the barrel length. Line 4.1 is so
incredibly vague that any well equipped garage could be construed as an “assault-weapon”. |
digress.

I also would like to point out the likelihood of this bill, should it pass, being struck down by our
circuit court. While other circuits have upheld AWBSs, these laws have not been challenged at
that level post-Bruen or by an overwhelmingly conservative circuit. Our circuit striking this down
will create split decisions among circuits and force the hand of the overwhelmingly conservative
supreme court to weigh in. Passage of HF 3433 may very well result in the demise of AWBs
nationwide.

My name is Nate Timm and live in West Lakeland township outside Stillwater Minnesota. | work for
the Washington County Sheriff's Office. | am emailing to express my opposition to House File 3433
which proposes a ban on firearms classified as assault rifles.

The bill's language does have an exemption for law enforcement and government “while acting
within the scope of the person’s duties.” My interpretation of that language is while the employee is
in a working status and being paid or “on duty” status. Many police officer | know, in addition to
active duty and Guard military members, personally own rifles meeting the assault weapons
definition. These weapons are of the same design and type used in the scope of duty, and are used
during personal time for practice and improving shooting ability. These valuable shooting skills are
necessary to confront violent persons, especially in a shooting scenario where poor accuracy could
result in the injury to bystanders. The law as written would not allow possession of these weapons
(outside of the grandfather clause) for those public safety and military members who desire to
improve their proficiency with these weapons during off duty time. Many smaller police agencies
have only a few range days a year which use does not afford the ability to significantly improve
proficiency. The thirst of several metro prosecutors to charge police officers in today’s political
climate does not bode well for employees who would take such a weapon home in off duty time for
practice purposes. My concerns here would be reduced by new language that exempts these
persons on and off duty.

My other concern with this bill is how it impacts collectable firearms. | collect world war two
firearms and have a federal collector's license. The weapons in my collection are not named in the
legacy statute language but will meet the definition of being an assault rifle due to a pistol grip and
forward handguard. Some are federally registered machine guns which are allowed to be owned by
Minnesota citizens when the weapon is classified as a collector item. These collectable weapons
are high value items and are typically worth tens of thousands of dollars. My concern would be
alleviated by allowing an exemption for Curio and Relic (C&R) firearms. These type of firearms are
generally 50 years or older and/or recognized by the ATF as a collector item. The C&R list is
maintained by the ATF and can be found by doing a web search for “ATF curio and relic list.”

Minnesota statute allows ownership of rifles with short barrels (generally shorter than 16 inches)
that are properly registered with the ATF and BCA. Perhaps a compromise can be reached where
this existing avenue can be leveraged for continuing to own these type of weapons now and into the
future without enacting a total ban.

| feel strongly that modern sporting rifles / assault rifles are a valuable defense tool. Law
enforcement cannot be everywhere, and susceptible to being overwhelmed in large scale events as
we have seen in the metro region. The precision, weight, and accuracy of these rifles are important
in situations where distance and number of attackers are a factor; the need to practice with these
type of weapons in a defensive posture is similar to the need of government agents. | get the intent
behind this law being to reduce the ability of deranged persons to inflict casualties in mass
shootings. Clearly assault rifles as defined offer the same advantages to an attacker. However It is



unlikely that those persons with intent to commit murder will follow this new statute by
surrendering the weapons or moving them out of state. | hope a compromise can be found requiring
some additional ownership steps to satisfy the DFL without an outright ban on future in state
purchase/transfer of assault rifles.

Testifying as a Minnesota citizen and lawful firearm owner in opposition to HF 3433,
Possession of semiautomatic military-style assault weapons banned, and criminal
penalties provided.

Chair Moller and Members of the House Public Safety Committee:

The stated goal of public safety is one this committee and all Minnesotans share. However,
public safety is not served by legislation that infringes upon the constitutional rights of law-
abiding citizens. True public safety policy targets those who pose a demonstrated threat — not
the millions of Minnesotans who lawfully own and responsibly use firearms.

Semi-Automatic Rifles Are Constitutionally Protected

In District of Columbia v. Heller (2008), the Supreme Court confirmed that the Second
Amendment protects an individual right to keep and bear arms that are in common use for
lawful purposes. Semi-automatic rifles, including AR-15-style firearms, are among the most
widely owned firearms in the United States, with tens of millions in lawful civilian circulation.
They are used daily for hunting, sport shooting, and home defense across Minnesota and the
nation. Under Heller’s clear standard, these are protected arms. A legislative ban or severe
restriction on their possession is not a regulation — it is an erasure of a constitutional right held
by citizens who have done nothing wrong.

The Supreme Court reinforced this framework in New York State Rifle & Pistol Association v.
Bruen (2022), holding that firearm regulations must be rooted in the historical tradition of the
Founding era. There is no historical analogue for a categorical ban on a class of commonly
owned, commonly used firearms. This committee should not advance legislation it cannot
defend in federal court.

Rahimi Does Not Rescue This Legislation

Proponents of restrictions may point to United States v. Rahimi (2024) as evidence that Bruen’s
historical test permits broader regulation. That argument misreads Rahimi. In that case, the
Supreme Court upheld the disarmament of an individual who had active civil protective orders
against him, had been judicially determined to pose a credible threat of physical violence to an
identified person, and whose danger to the public had been established through due process
proceedings. Rahimi was not an unknown, law-abiding citizen swept up in a broad legislative
presumption of dangerousness. He was a specific individual whose rights were curtailed only
after the state met its burden through established legal process.

HF 3433 does no such thing. It treats every Minnesotan who owns a covered firearm as a

presumptive threat, without a hearing, without a conviction, and without any individualized
determination that they pose a danger to anyone. That is not what Rahimi permits. That is
precisely what Rahimi and the broader constitutional framework prohibit.

Fourth Amendment Concerns



Beyond the Second Amendment, this committee should recognize that enforcement of broad
firearms restrictions inevitably implicates the Fourth Amendment rights of Minnesota citizens.
Intrusive enforcement mechanisms — whether through registration schemes, compliance
checks, or search authority — risk subjecting law-abiding gun owners to unreasonable
searches and seizures without individualized probable cause. The Constitution does not permit
the state to treat lawful ownership as grounds for suspicion.

Conclusion

This committee’s obligation is to the Constitution as much as it is to public safety — and
properly understood, these obligations are not in conflict. Legislation that strips rights from
citizens who have not been charged, convicted, or individually adjudicated dangerous does not
make Minnesota safer. It makes Minnesota less free. The committee should reject HF 3433 and
instead pursue public safety measures that target demonstrated threats through
constitutionally sound, due-process-respecting means.

Clause and the Fourth Amendment’s protections against unreasonable searches and seizures. I am
also concerned about the bills” impact on lawful hunting, the unequal burdens they may impose, and
their broader implications for the balance between citizens and governmental authority.

HF 3402 would require lawfully owned magazines to be destroyed, surrendered, or removed from
the state without grandfathering or compensation. These items were legally purchased and lawfully
possessed. Forcing their destruction or surrender without compensation raises substantial concerns
under the Takings Clause, which prohibits the taking of private property for public use without just
compensation. A mandatory surrender requirement amounts to a total deprivation of lawful use, yet
the bill provides no mechanism for compensation.

HF 3433 similarly imposes sweeping restrictions on certain semi-automatic firearms. Although it
includes limited grandfathering, it prohibits future transfer and severely limits where and how these
firearms may be kept or used. Eliminating the ability to transfer or meaningfully use lawfully
acquired property significantly diminishes its value and interferes with reasonable, investment-
backed expectations.

The bill also effectively prohibits the use of these firearms for hunting for many Minnesotans by
restricting them to private property or licensed ranges. Hunting is a lawful and longstanding
practice tied to food sourcing, conservation, and wildlife management. Preventing the use of
commonly owned semi-automatic rifles for lawful hunting further reduces their practical utility and
deepens the economic impact on owners.

In addition, HF 3433 appears to authorize warrantless home inspections to enforce safe-storage
compliance. The home has long received the highest level of constitutional protection. Allowing
entry without a warrant, probable cause, or voluntary consent directly implicates the Fourth
Amendment. Conditioning lawful ownership on submission to warrantless inspections raises serious
privacy concerns.

Beyond these constitutional issues, the practical effect of these bills risks creating unequal burdens.
Individuals with substantial financial resources may more easily absorb compliance costs or adapt
to regulatory restrictions, while working- and middle-class residents would bear the most direct
impact of surrender requirements and diminished property value. Public safety legislation should
avoid creating disproportionate burdens in the exercise of lawful rights.

Finally, history shows that expansions of enforcement authority rarely appear concerning at the time
they are enacted. They are typically framed as reasonable responses to specific problems. In recent
years, we have seen increasingly expansive uses of executive agencies and regulatory enforcement
at the federal level. The issue is not the good faith of current officials, but that once enforcement
powers expand, they tend to persist. Administrative discretion grows, compliance regimes become
more intrusive, and the balance between citizens and the federal government shifts. Future
administrations—of any political alignment—inherit those tools. For that reason, permanent
reductions in individual rights and property protections deserve heightened scrutiny during periods
of expanding federal authority.

Public safety is a legitimate and important objective. However, legislation must remain within
constitutional boundaries and account for long-term institutional consequences. These bills impose



sweeping restrictions on individuals who have committed no wrongdoing and raise significant
constitutional and structural concerns.

For these reasons, I respectfully urge you to oppose HF 3433 and HF 3402.

| am writing to voice my opposition to HF-3433 and HF-3402, two prospective bills that | view as
infringements on my constitutional right to bear arms. As a resident of Hennepin County, | feel
that these bills will A) have no effect on improving safety in our community and B) increase the
vulnerability of peaceful, law-abiding citizens.

| often hear the question “why does anyone need an AR-15?" My answer is simple. Our county
has a (recent) history of riots, anarchy, and civil unrest. | became a gun owner because of the
George Floyd riots. We saw the National Guard rolling down our streets, were required to stay
indoors due to a curfew, and still, somehow saw our businesses vandalized and damaged.

During that time | asked myself, “what could | do to defend my family and home from a mob bent
on hurting us and destroying everything that | have worked my whole life for?”

Could | call the police? Sure, but what would they do? Law enforcement wouldn’t even defend
their own police station, so I'm sure they would care little about what happens to my family and
my home.

As a father, the job of keeping my family safe falls to me and me alone. HF-3433 greatly restricts
my ability to do that. In the event that | would have to defend my family from a riotous mob, an
“assault rifle” is really our only chance of surviving.

As for HF-3402, | have two points to make. First of all, if possession of a “high capacity”
magazine becomes a felony, there will be thousands of Minnesotans who will instantly become
criminals. These are people who (like me) have never done anything criminally wrong in their
lives. For those of us who have permits to carry a pistol, the rate of criminality is astonishingly
low. In fact, in 2022, only 0.03% of permit holders committed a gun crime (thereload.com, S.
Gutowski, 03-09-2023). Peaceable, responsible firearms owners are not the problem, and thus,
should not be targeted by punitive laws like this.

Secondly, HF-3402 makes women even more vulnerable. | have a few (female) family friends
who carry full-size (non-compact) pistols every day. Full size pistols tend to use higher capacity
magazines. In fact, one of them carries a Springfield XDM-Elite, with a 19-round magazine. That
may sound like a lot, but | do not make it my business to tell women (whom | care about) how
many rounds they might need to defend themselves.

Additionally, women do tend to have lower muscle mass, and can have trouble with smaller
pistols. The extra weight of a full-size pistol (and its accompaniment of 15 rounds or more)
actually helps them to better control the recoil, allowing for more rounds to be safely put on the
target. Pistols are chosen as a tool of self defense for women because they are a great
equalizer against a potentially larger and stronger attacker. In fact, | would go so far as to argue
that you cannot call yourself “pro woman” or “pro feminism” while also being “pro gun control.”



More gun laws will not increase our safety. In fact, the gun laws that we do have are often “plead
down” in firearms-related cases, and therefore are not even used. | suspect that these laws
would frequently suffer a similar fate. Criminals are not going to get together suddenly, and turn
in their “assault rifles” and extended magazines. All these laws will do is increase the
vulnerability of law-abiding citizens like me. And that is why | humbly ask for these bills to be
voted down.

Dear Chair Tabke and Members of the Public Safety Finance and Policy Committee, | am a
law-abiding resident of Minnesota and a responsible firearm owner who values our
constitutional rights and public safety. | am writing to strongly oppose HF 3433, which
imposes a broad ban on semiautomatic rifles, and HF 3402, which bans magazines holding
more than 10 rounds. These bills infringe on the rights of millions of Minnesotans without
meaningfully addressing crime or violence, and they place undue burdens on responsible
citizens.

Regarding HF 3433: This bill defines "semiautomatic military-style assault weapons" in an
overly broad manner, encompassing many common rifles used for hunting, sport shooting,
and self-defense. The prohibition on sale, transfer, and possession, effective August 1,
2026, effectively criminalizes ownership of firearms that are in common use across the
country. While there is limited grandfathering for current owners who certify by May 1,
2027, the requirements are invasive and impractical. Owners must submit to warrantless
home inspections by law enforcement for "safe storage" compliance, pay unknown fees for
certification and renewals every three years, and restrict use to only their property or
licensed ranges, effectively making lawful ownership untenable. Transfers are prohibited
even to family members, and inheritance forces disposal within 120 days. These provisions
violate Second Amendment protections under recent U.S. Supreme Court rulings like
Bruen (2022), which affirm the right to bear arms in common use, and they erode privacy
rights by allowing government intrusion into homes without probable cause. Moreover,
such bans have not proven effective in reducing crime, as criminals rarely comply with
firearm laws, leaving law-abiding citizens disarmed.

Regarding HF 3402: This bill bans the manufacture, sale, transfer, and possession of
magazines over 10 rounds, effective July 1, 2026, with no grandfathering clause. Current
owners must destroy, surrender, modify, or remove these magazines from the state by July
1, 2027, or face felony charges punishable by up to five years in prison and $25,000 fines.
This affects standard-capacity magazines that come with many firearms, forcing
Minnesotans to alter or discard legally purchased property at their own expense. Arbitrary
capacity limits do not prevent mass shootings or crime. Studies from sources like the
RAND Corporation show mixed or inconclusive evidence on their effectiveness. Instead,
this creates felons out of everyday gun owners who use these for lawful purposes, such as



home defense where multiple rounds may be necessary. The lack of grandfathering is
particularly harsh, as it requires disposal of items that were legal when acquired, without

compensation.

These bills collectively target law-abiding Minnesotans while doing little to stop illegal
firearm use. They divert resources from proven strategies like community policing and
mental health initiatives. | urge the committee to reject HF 3433 and HF 3402 to protect our
rights and focus on real solutions to violence.
