Summary 

This bill prohibits a local government, which includes a county, city, or joint powers entity that 
includes a county or city, from entering into an agreement with the federal government to 
provide facilities to receive a person into custody when the basis for detention is a civil violation 
of federal immigration law. Such an agreement is void, regardless of when the agreement was 
entered into. 

Effective the day following final enactment. 
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
