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Summary 

As amended, this bill would require someone who is setting or placing a snare or trap on 
private property to get written or verbal permission from the owner, occupant, or lessee of the 
property first. The requirement would also require written or verbal permission to access 
private property from waters of the state when the trap/snare is placed or staked in the water. 
The provision would not apply to private property that is required to be open to the public for 
purposes of taking game or state, federal, or local governments removing animals causing 
damage or otherwise being a nuisance. 
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
