Overview

This bill defines and limits the use of “recess detention.” It requires districts and
charter schools to notify parents when recess detention is used and to compile
information on the use of recess detention.

Summary

School supports. [Discipline and removal of students from class.]

Requires a school board to support school staff in using tiered interventions to
address student behavior. Strongly encourages a school board to adopt policies
regarding staff responses to student behavior.

Recess and other breaks.

Defines “recess detention.” Encourages districts and charter schools to ensure
student access to structured breaks. Limits the use of recess detention and requires
districts and charter schools to notify a parent within 24 hours of using recess
detention. Requires districts and charter schools to compile information on recess
detention. Prohibits a district or charter school from withholding or excessively
delaying a student’s participation in scheduled mealtimes.
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
