2.4 not participate in state or locally required standardized assessments;​

2.5 (4) states that students who receive a college ready benchmark on the high school​

2.6 Minnesota Comprehensive Assessment are not required to take a remedial, noncredit course​

2.7 at a Minnesota state college or university in the corresponding subject area;​

2.8 (5) notifies a parent that a high school student must meet or exceed career and college​
