 The fire apparatus has maxed out our current 
space. Equipment is ordered based on the size 
and growth of the community.

 Interviews with victims, witnesses and suspects 
are done at other facilities (Forest Lake PD or 
Chisago County Sheriff’s Office) due to the lack of 
space and privacy.
