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Overview

This bill changes the teacher preparation requirements at certain public
institutions for teachers who will be licensed to teach a foreign language.

Section

1 Foreign language major; study abroad. Requires the board of trustees of the Minnesota
Colleges and Universities and requests the board of regents of the University of Minnesota to
adopt policies requiring students who are preparing to teach a foreign language in the K-12
system to study abroad for one year.
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
