Allows a license for youth hockey at Richfield Ice Arena.
Section

1 City of Richfield; On-Sale License. The City of Richfield may issue an on-sale wine
license and an on-sale malt liquor license to a person who is the owner of a junior hockey
league team or to a person holding a concessions or management contract with the city or the
team owner, for beverage sales at the Richfield Ice Arena. The licenses must authorize the
dispensing of wine or malt liquor only to persons attending events at the arena for
consumption on the premises. A license issued under this section authorizes sales on all days
of the week to persons attending junior hockey league games at the arena.
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
