1  Extended employment for persons with severe disabilities; appropriation.  Provides a $1 

million per year ongoing appropriation (from a combination of general fund and workforce 

development fund resources) to finance rate increases to providers of extended employment 

services for persons with severe disabilities.   

Designates Minnesota Diversified Industries as an eligible provider of extended employment 

services. 

2  Extended employment; Olmstead Plan implementation costs; appropriation.  Provides a 

$12 million onetime appropriation in fiscal year 2016 for grants to providers of extended 

employment services for persons with several disabilities for costs associated with the 

implementation of the state’s Olmstead Plan.   

Designates Minnesota Diversified Industries as an eligible provider of extended employment 

services for persons with severe disabilities.   

The appropriation is available until June 30, 2019.
