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Summary 

Requires that a person appointed by a court to serve on the panel that decides the value of the 
property in an eminent domain process, reside in Minnesota.  
 
Strikes language relating to the timing of a court’s inquiry, or release of the results of the 
inquiry, into qualifications of a person appointed by the court to serve on the panel that 
decides the value of the property in an eminent domain process. 
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
