Summary

This bill memorializes Robert Lobdell, a patrol inspector with the United States Border Patrol
who was killed in the line of duty in 1928. It designates Trunk Highway 11 from Roseau to
Warroad as the “Patrol Inspector Robert H. Lobdell Memorial Highway.” Funds for memorial
signs must come from non-state sources.
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
