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Overview

Intensive nonresidential rehabilitative mental health services for children are
delivered to youth ages 16 through 20 with serious mental illness or co-occurring
mental illness and substance use disorder by multidisciplinary teams, consistent
with the assertive community treatment (ACT) approach. This bill expands the
eligible ages for such services to ages 8 to 26, and makes corresponding changes
in service eligibility and service provider requirements.

Adds requirement for specialized training in providing
services to the specific age group that the team serves; groups teams into serving
youth ages 8 to 16 and 14 to 26.
