H.F. 506

As introduced

This bill appropriates $250,000 in fiscal year 2024 to the commissioner of public safety to fund a
grant to Abijahs on the Backside. The grant is for Abijahs on the Backside to provide equine
therapy to first responders suffering from job-related trauma and post-traumatic stress
disorder (PTSD). Requires the grant recipient to submit a report to the legislature.
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
